It is right that "the little rift" should "ever widening 
slowly silence all." Loyalty to each member, and when some 
girl has ceased to enjoy such privileges, silence to the world at 
least.

The girls of ---- ask me 
to assure you of our love and loyalty and to thank you for the 
intereet you have shown in the matter." 

Only the chapter knows how much the refusal meant, but for 
the sake of the national fraternity, they gracefully yielded. 

Such confidence and loyalty make of Pi Beta Phi an undi­
vided household.

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EXPERIENCES IN GREECE. 

DURING the lasl few weeks of our five months' stay in Greece, 
we ha\'e witnessed a number of celehrations of religious 

and seeular character wbicb have interested us very much. The 
very mingling of tbe secular w'ith the religious is impressive. 
We have been travelling for sixteen days in the interior of the 
country, and " cre so fortunate as to be in Thcbes and Lebadeia 
upon the Greek Indcpendenoo nay, our 7th of April, but as they 
s till keep to the old style, with them it i. ~rarch 25th. We 
were to start with our coach and four at ten o'clock in the morn­
ing from Thebes, but before that hour thc cel~bration had begun; 
indeed very early in the morning there had becn service in the 
churches. Every shop in to"~l was closed, a thing by no means 
general on Sunday. Flags were fly ing and pictures of the heroes 
of the .revolution were displayed upon the streets. On our re­
tUTn from a walk to a picturesque fonn ta in, where an old tradi­
tion says Oerupus cleansed himself after the murder of his 
father, we passed a church and seeing crowds assembling, we 
stopped to see what "'as to happen. The children of the city 
were marching to thc church. E very li tt le boy wore a rosette of 
blue and white, the national colors, and every li t tle girl had her 
hair tied with blue ribbon. The leaders of the various com­
panies carried banners and wreaths of green or flowers. The 
church was simply packed with people, and prayers and tbe 
litany were chanted by the priests. With t rue Greek hospi tality 
we were given f ront seats in the synagogue, but unfortunately 
we could not remain through the ser\~ice, as we must start upon 
our six-hours' drive to Lebadeia. But we were much impressed 
with the religious character of the celebration, and as we drove 
during the day constantly we met whole familie. of peasants, 
attired in their best and walking or rid;ng on tbeir donkeys, all 
going to the little chu rches scattered here and there. Every 
church door was wreathed wi th olive branches. The religions 
service comes fi rst, afterward there is merry making. As we ap­
proached Lebadeia late in the afternoon, just ontside the town 
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the roadside was lined with hundreds and hundreds of people, 
men, women and children, the whole population had assembled 
to witness athletic contests. Soldiers stopped our carriage, say­
ing we could not pass through that street until the games were 
over. We were glad to dismount and with tbe rest, wateh the 
running and jmnping until rain came and the crowd must dis­
perse. 

The Greek lent is observed very strictly. Tbe people whom we 
saw upon our journey, so far as we could learn, ate almost noth­
ing save bread, olives and some vegetables, excepting on Sunday, 
when tbey are allowed a more varied menu. Meat and cheese, 
milk and eggs are forbidden, and when we offered our driver a 
Huntley and Palmer biscuit, before taking it, he ftsked if there 
was any butter. upon it. If there were, he must not eat it. On 
the night of good Friday we were in the Petopponesur, at Kala­
mata. That is a very holy day with the Greeks, and yet again 
wjth the religious observance, we found the curious mingling 
of the secular element. Early in the evening one would have 
thought it was a merry festival. Houses and shops in the prin­
cipal square were illuminated, crowds of men and boys were 
gathered and tbere was a constant succession of hard whizzing 
£re works, runrung along the ground, with an occasional rocket. 
Just at ten o'clock came a hush. There was a sound of solemn 
chanting, and soon came down tbe street a funeral procession. 
Priests in full robes preceded a catafalque covered witb Bower .. 
and green and lights. Upon it rested a representation of the 
dead Christ. Hundreds of people were in the procession, many 
carrying ligbted candles. Tbey marched about the city for 
nearly two bours, the solemn cbant continuing all tbe time. 
After twelve o'clock all was quiet for the remainder of the night. 
Saturday we hurried hack to Athens, to "make the resurrec­
tion," as the Greeks say, tbere. A little before midnight we 
went to the square before the Cathedral. It and the adjoin­
ing strects were thronged witl. people and lined with mounted 
and unmounted soldiers. Many people stood on balconies and 
on the Bat roofs of the hJluses and on church towers and every 
one carried an unlighted candle. A large platform had been 
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built facing the cathedral door. It was prettily trimmed with 
olive branches and electric ligbts, and upon it were allowed to 
Btand, not only Greeks of position, but aloo foreigners like our· 
selves. Sbortly before twelve o'clock a royal carriage drove up 
preceded by handsomely attired officers, riding spirited horses. 
The king does not come now, but delegates such duties to the 
crown prince, who with his two younger brothers, mounts the 
platform. Then from the church door opposite come the metro­
politsn and other high church dignitaries, in full robes and bear­
ing aloft a erueifh. They aloo mount the platform and then 
chant a service. The clock strikes twelve, bells ring, every· 
where, the thousands of candles are lighted, and "Christ08 
anestee" is proclaimed. The crowds disperse, but each person 
as he walks or drives, carries his lighted candle. I must confess 
that this seemed rather more of a perfunctory service for fonn 
and shows sake, than the funeral procession at Kalamata, but 
it was certainly interesti ng. On Easter Sunday churehes are 
cl08ed. After the long, strict fast and the midnight service of 
Passion week, the people giye themselves up to merry making. 
Every family has its roast lamb. Morning and afternoon here 
in Athens, tho whole royal family goes around to the various 
barracks and entering one house after another, is greeted with 
the huzzahs of the soldiers and presented with flowers. Tho 
Boldiers themselves feast and drink a little more than usual , so 
tbat they dance and si ng very merrily during the afternoon. 
Monday and Tuesday are also fete days. No work is done, no 
shops are open, banks are closed and the un warned foreigner is 
oometimes not a little inconvenienced . For years it has been 
quite the custom for people to go from Athens on the Tuesday to 
Megara to see the dancing of the peasants. They gather in great 
numbers on the slopes just outside the town, and dance nearly 
all day long. It is hardly what we would call dancing, and one 
wonders if there really is much enjoyment in it. :Men are by 
themselves and women and gi rls by themselves, only that oc· 
casionally one man will be the leader of a company of girls. 
They form in lines or cireles and move back and forth with se­

rious faces and in a slow kind of way, sometimes to the secom· 
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panimcnt of a fiddle, sometimes singing in minor key, some­
tim<J8 with no music. Tho men introduce IL little jumping and 
a few fancy steps into their dance, but with the women there 
is nothing but the slow backward and fonvard motion. What 
makes the scene interesting is the many bright C08twnes of the 
common peoplo. In Athens 'one sees the national dress but 
seldom, but at Megara, on this occasion at least, alm""t all wear 
it. The women are attirod in th.,jr very beat and the girls 
display their dowries in the shape of many coins, covering thei r 
breasta and sometimes fringing the pretty ganze scarfs thrown 
around their heads. Often they also wesr a sort of sknll eap 
entirely made of coins. 

One other spectacle we have witnessed within a few days 
which greatly delighted us. A new law has been passed, accord­
ing to which on Mond&y and Tnesday and Wednesday afternoons 
of Eastor week all the boys of the public schools and of the 
gymnasium of the city, and of such private schools as desire 
to take part., give aD exhibition of their proficiency in gym. 
nastic axercises in the old stadium, than which no finer place 
for such a soone can be conceived. The royal family were pre& 
ent and thousands upon thousands of spectators. On Slmday 
afternoon the prizes were distributed, and from forty-five to 
fifty thousand people were assembled. On tllBt occasion the 
primo minister took the place of the king, as the royal family 
have now gone to Corfu. He stood at a table upon which lay 
the prizes. In tme Greek style these were simply wreaths and 
branches of olive, and al.o diplomas. The various schools 
marched in to military music, the standard bearer of each carry· 
ing a beautiful blue and white silk banner. The center of the 
stadill1n was quite full with all the boys. There were compa' 
nies of little fellows and companies of ~-oung men. Some of 
the older ones went through wand and Indian club exercises, 
and then commenced the distribution of the prizes. Each school 
apparently received some recognition of proficiency, but evi· 
dently n wreath was more honorable than a branch, and a di· 
ploma had special value. The enthusiasm of the pupils when 
their school was honored was simply indescribable. Hnndreds 
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of hats were thrown high into the air, and myriads of little ftags, 
before hidden, suddenly appeared, while hurrahs resounded ' on 
all side6. J..ater the wreaths and branches were fastened to the 
banners, and all the companies marched around in front of the 
Prime Minister, whom they saluted by dipping the Hags and 
raising their hats. It was a very Greek seene and most appro­
priate to the magniJicent old stadium. It made us wish we 
might have witnebSCd there the great international gamet! of 
1893. 

And now we must say goodbye to beautiful Greece, we fear 
it will be forever, but perhaps some kind fate may bring us here 
once again; for, much as we have seen, there Brc still some places 
of interest yet unvisited by us. Meantime we rejoice that more 
and more travelers are becoming acquainted with the wonder­
fully beautiful ruins and scenery of this classic land.

weeks of work when over and over again I bave found to my 
sorrow how few have learned the lesson itB pages teach. Let 
me urge those who can obtain a copy to read the article in 
question; the terse, sharp style of the composition is well suited 
to the theme and adds a li terary interest to the striking pages, 
while the thought is one which is duplicated in the experience 
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of everyone who has worked much with others. F or those who 
have not the opportunity of seeing the pamphlet I may insert 
here the story which serves to illustrate the moral: 

Garcia was hidden somewhere in the mountains of Cuba. It 
was imperative that a message be sent him and that at onoo. A 
man was recommended to the P resident as suitable for the im­
portant and dangerous mission. Being asked if he could take 
a message to Garcia he simply, without question, delay or show, 
took the message, found Garcia and returned. The wri ter then 
goes on to show how many "G arcias" there are in the life of 
every one and how few are capable of taking or even attempting 
to take the message, and says that that weakness in the character 
is the chief reason why so many fail when opportunities for 
8Uccess are ly ing thick around. 

Have you in all your e..xperience in college or out found any 
one upon whom you could depend confidently in any given 
work in the success of which he is not directly inter ... ted? Long· 
f ellow had surely had some e..xperienee of this when he makes 
~files Standish say : "If you wish a thing well done, do it your· 
self." Your church choir is small but has some good voioos ; 
how many members can you he sure ,,~ll he at rehearsal ready 
to do their utmoet? The roll call of every society, social or 
benevolent, sbows many absentees, and that too just wben a 
full meeting is moet necessary. W hy can we not f eel that 
having joined a society which we consider worthy our time and 
money, we have a serious obligation to meet in upholding its 
interests at all times? A small thing in itself, but life is made 
up of trifles. A gain, of more impor tanee than attendance, whal 
is it rather than our inabili ty or unwillingness to carry a m .... 
sage to Garcia that makes it so difficult for the presiding officers 
to arrange committoes, kno"~ng that each member will indio 
,~dually feel a responsibili ty in the success of her department! 
Imagi ne, if you can, a philanthropic society whose members are 
accustomed to do simply and well the duty that comes next with· 
out fuss, jealousy or delay. Its influence would be unbotmded. 

Did you "ver t ry to search out the reason why someone in 
your class is so f3.r beyond the others in attainments; or hav. 

• • 
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you simply taken for granted that she is brighter, more gifted 
than the rest! Nine times out of ten you will find that she ie 
not the most clever girl; sbe is simply tbe one wbo has learned 
that tbe best, most methodical disposal of her time and energy 
is her message to Garcia and sbe is tsking it. 

Can those wbo are teaching measure tbe possibilities in Il!) 

average Higb school clasa of wbicb eacb individual studies hi. 
lesaon with the zeal and self reliance sbown by tbe president's 
messenger! I would feel my life work accomplished if I could 
impress indelibly upon tbe beart of every pupil under my care 
tbat the one tbing in life wortb wbile is to do well witbout 
question tbe thing under his band. It is the lack of training 
in this direction that makes so many blind to their best inte]' 
e;,ta. The great thing they are looking for they will he glad 
to undertake, but they think the little things at hand are not 
worth doing well, and finally they wonder why tbey have not 
boen successful. If I can be implicitly depended upon to do 
thoroughly anything I undertake,-and this implies a full con· 
sciousness of my limitations, in nndertaking,-tben I may feel 
that my life has been true to its greatest end. 

This leads to auother thought not far removed, the necessity 
for a long and patient plodding. \Ve will not be honored with 
adyancement in any line until we are r ady for it. We too 
often feel that should tbe higher position be offered we could 
afterward strive to fill it acceptahly and do not realize that 
we must first, like the nautilus, grow too large for the old shell 
before we can move into the new. Seen in this light the slow, 
steady grind that before seemed so monotonous has a new mean' 
ing and a new value. 

'Ve all of tIS have our ambitions, and perhaps the disappoint· 
ment of the delay will be lightened if we remember that it i. 
ouly as we climh higher that our horizon broadens. The climb­
ing in real life is slow and hard, hut we are ascending the 
Delectable Mountains and the view from the top is of the Prom­
ised Land.

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WOMEN'S CLUBS AND FRATERNITIES AT THE 
UNIVERSITY OF CHICAGO. 

CHE University of Chicago opened in the fall of 1892 with 
few of its departments fully organized and still f ewer of 

its buildings completed. The large number of w<)men who 
applied for admission for the fi rst term made necessary the early 
completion of t he women's dormitori es, Beecher, Kelly, and 
Foster halls. About these three houses cluster all tbe t radi· 
tions <)f the earliest student social life of tbe Uni,·ersity. 

H ere were quickly established clubs, the Mortar &ard in F os­
ter, the Quad ranglers, ill Kelly, and the Esoteric, in Beecher; 
and here too were soon found representati ves of the women's 
fra teruities, witb pins concealed or worn conspicuously as cir­
cumstances might seem to demand. The att itude toward fra· 
terniti es takeu by the women deans di scouraged any would-be 
organizers and made them feel that it would be wise r to wait 
nutil sentiment might change and the students th ruselves feel 
the need of sorori ty ties. :Meanwhile the secret clubs fl ourished 
and were tolerated ruld even encow'aged as their usefuln ess in 
the social li fe was recognized. Men's fraterni ties were cstab­
lislted one after the other, and in the absence of class organiza· 
tion, and consC<juently of class and college spirit, the club and 
fraterni ty spirit thrived. 

During t he eight years of life of the U ni" ersity most of the 
women's iratemi ties have been represented, and Pi Beta Phi 
has not been behind. There ha"e heen fi fteen or twenty of 
our members wh ose Dallles have been enrolled upon the books 
for a longer or shorter time. Some of these ha"e come frolll 
other in titutions to complete their work at this University, some 
to take graduate work, a.nd others, some of our tBacher girls, 
to spend a few week. in the attractive work of the summer 
quru-ter. 

Probably ~fichigan Beta has had more representatives at the 
Uni" ersity of Chicago than any other chapter. Five of her 
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members have taken their bachelor's degree here, two of whom. 
Mary and Susan Lewis, have received that badge of high schol: 
arship, the key of Phi Beta Kappa. Two others, teachers, havs 
spent some weeks in graduate work in the University labora· 
tories. 

Illinois Epsilon has been well represented from year to yeal' 
and has always shown a true fraternal interest in any of our 
girls who have been in the University of Chicago for any length 
of time. 

Pennsylvania Beta has sent one of her members, of whom 
we are all proud. Mary Belle Harris has held a fellowship 
for two years and will teach two c1a..'geS in the University during 
the coming summer quarter. 

The Pi Beta Phis have never formed a club nor held regular 
meetings, but have met in a social way from time to time. At 
present five are taking college work. 

The secret clubs have increaEed until they are seven in num· 
ber. They appear to be fraternities in every reepect except 
that they are simply local. The question of allowi ng women's 
fraterniti es is sure to come up again and again. New girls on 
entering the University frequently ask why fraternities are not 
present, and the faculty acknowledge it to be an unsolved

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AN INTERVIEW WITH GENERAL WEYLER.' 

(
liE HAVANA of five years ago has passed into history. The 

green and scarlet of the Spanish unHorm no longer gleams 
on the Prado; the dingy blue cotton of the Cuban home guards is 
forgotten; the red and gold flag of Spain no longer fl utters from 
the housetop. 

Like the man who has been sick unto death, the island is con­
valescing. Reorganization is taking place. Out of the wreck 
of its former self Cuba is building a new structure. 

The man who did much to bring her to destruction was the 
chief figure of the Cuban insurrection in April of '96. The 
beautiful I . le of the Sea still bears his scars; the man, save for 
the wrong he did, is well nigh forgot. 

I was sent to Cuba by the Cincinnati Commercial Gazette to 

secure a view of affairs there, social, military, and political. Of 
my experiences in the islaud, the picture with all ita contradic. 
tions of the seeming and the real, as Gen. W eyler came to me in 
the throne room of t he palace in Havana where I awaited an 
interview, rises vividly. 

The shadows of the "reat court-yard of the Captain General's 
palace looked gratefully inviting as I stepped from the glare of 
the afternoon snn and passed beneath the pillared archway of 
the palace entral,ce, on whose keystone was chiseled the arms 
of Spain. 

·Mrs. Josephine Miles Woodward, Kansas Alpha., Pi Beta Phi , rep.. 
resenting the Cinc innati Commercial Gazette. was the first and 80 tar 
88 we know the only woman war correspondent sent to Cuba during the 
late entanglement. Her work was eminently satisfactory, and worthy 
or the enviable reputation she bad already acquired atter years of 
newspaper work. 

Upon request for something of her experience for the Arrow, she bas 
very gractously submitted a description of her first interview with 
Gen. Weyler, and we count ourselves fortunate Indeed tn being thus 
favored. 

PI Beta Phi haa great cause to be proud of the representative women 
ot today found upon her rolls. 
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I had come to interview Yalariano Weyler y Nicolan, Marquis 
de Tenerife, Gobernador-General de la I sla de Cuba. 

I had declined with thanks tho offer of a letter of introduc. 
tion f"om the Consul General to the Captain General, preferring 
to accomplish my object unaided if possible, and test what man· 
ner of trentment would be accorded an American newspaper 
woman whose professional card and personal manner were her 
only introduction and her only recommendation. 

I had with me only my faithful interpreter, Echalbe. It was 
four o'clock in tbe afternoon, and tbe crowd that every day 
packed the audience room of tbe palace had thinned ont, leaving 
only a few politicians and officials lounging abont, some on im­
portant, some on indifferent missions. 

Tbe day before, at two o'clock, I bad passed on tbe broad, 
cool, marble stairway that led to tbe Captain General's rooms, 
a long line of weeping women, leading Iibtle children, wbom 
vVeyler's edicts tbreatened to make fatherless. W omen sobbing 
and shading their sad eyes with the folds of their mantillas, 
little cbildren whose tears bad fallen as they heard the story 
of tbeir mothers' woes, bonnie little creatures ,,·ith satin skins 
and dove-like eyes, that must ha,'c moved a hear t of stone. 
Tbeir bigh-heeled slippers clicked down the marble steps, sound­
ing strangely out of unison with the sorrow depicted on their 
delicate faces. 

But today there was only the sound of the waters of the 
fountain falling in the marble basin of the cou"tyard, only the 
rustling of the oleanders and the laurels, only the scent of roses 
and heliotrope wafted up from the garden to mingle with the 
aroma of a half-hundred cigarettes blown from th e mouths of 
as many Spanish guards stationed along the corridors and stair· 
way. 

Tho red and gold flag of Spain flapped lazily ill t he breeze 
above the palace entrance. 

And so I waited . A half-hour went by, then another, and 
another, but I was not discouraged. 

The great upholstered divan which circled tho big audience 
cbamber was most comfo~ble, and I was the object of constant 
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and sincere solicitude from the officers of the guard and the 
Captain General's aides-de-camp. They were more sorry than 
they could tell that the Senora was obliged to wait so long. The 
officer of the day held my card between his fingers and made 
innumerabl e trips to tbe swinging doors that divided the waiting 
room from the Captain General's priva.te office, returning to me 
with deprecating smiles and shrugs of his shoulders. 

At last an electric bell, touched from tbe inside room, jangled 
on the stillness of the outer chamber, and it was announced that 
the Captain General would receh-e me immediately. 

I was ushered into a big, handsome, airy room, tiled in blue 
and whHe, and furnished in willow ware. The big desk of the 
Captain General occupied one corner, facing the center and 
length of tbe room. The chair at the desk was vacant, and I 
was waved onward, and given a seat amid the red and gold splen· 
dors of the great throne room. It was a room of magnificent 
distances, the walls lined with portraits of Spanish royalty, King 
Alfonso's portrait ha.nging ahove the royal chair, whose face was 
turned toward the wall, to remain so until a sovercigu of Spain 
should occupy it. 

There was a short, impressive wai t, the silence broken only 
by the faint murmur of voices at the further end of the long 
sbuttered gallery which circled the inner walls of tbe palace over­
looking the court, and by the clanking spurs of a solitary officer 
who walked the gallery's length. 

Then suddenly a narrow panel in the end of the room was 
opened, and a little man with quick, sharp step came toward me. 

He was obliged to walk the entire length of the room before 
he reached me, and I looked him well over as he came. 

Conld it be possible that this slender, delicate, undersized man 
with courteous bearing and simple, straightforward manner, was 
he of fame, "tbe Butcher!" 

Before he reached me I saw that he wore side whiskers, plain 
black clothes with no military insignia whatsoever, and that he 
had a heavy, protruding chin. He gave my hand a strong, firm 
grasp, looked directly into my eyes and bade me be seated, with 
some pleasant words of welcome spoken rapidly in the beautiful 
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Spanish tongue. He continued to look directly at me through­
out the interview, as if it seemed poesible to make me under­
stand his language ,,~thout the aid of my interpreter. On the 
contrary, however, he was more difficult than the average, for 
he was the only Spaaiard I met who did not gesticulate. But 
it gave me an excellent opportunity to etudy his face, and I took 
care to lose none of its meaning. 

There was nothing humorous in that face, nothing trifling in 
the manner, and yet it was altogether the face and manner of 
an educated, well-bred gentleman. His face was seamed with 
many lines, and his glance was as quick as the Bash of a stiletto. 
At the same time there was a kindly gleam in the eyes suggestive 
of the man aside from tho officer, but not extending to the lower 
part of too face, which was stern and tmrelenti llg to the point 
of cruelty. It was eminently an intelligent face. H e im­
pressed me as being in deadly earnest, and not afraid of himself 
or anybody else. 

The interview, which lasted nearly an hour, has no present 
interest, as it related to internatioual politics, and mo..-ements 
of the army at the t ime. Tho Captain General talked freely, and 
apparen tly unconstrainedly and honestly. 

At the end of the iuterview, Gen. Wcyler offered to conduct 
me through the palace. I was delighted. W e passed through 
the narrow panel by which he had entered the tbrone room and 
entered a room of splendid proportions, tiled in blue and white, 
and furni shed after the manner of all Cuban bedrooms with 
brass bedstead canopied in white larletan and lace, caugbt back 
with blue satin bands and rosettes. From here we passed into 
the Capt.1in General's dressing room, where all the furniture was 
of light wood and willow and where many si"'er utensils were 
ranged upon the tables. 

Entering hi pri"ate sitt ing room, General Weyler went to a 
long, Bnt, table desk, and opening a drawer took out a portrait- ' 
Ilis latest nnd a pedcet likeness-and , asking me to write my 
name upon n slip of pnper that he might not misspell it, he wrote 
carefully across the card, "Bernardo a'l distinguarda, ~frs. J ose­
feno Woodward, Valo W eyler," which being translated, means, 
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ABOUT MRS. JOSEPHINE MILES WOODWARD. 

Off For Cuba.- At ten o'clock tonig!Jt Mrs. J osephine W ood­
ward, already widely knowll as tbe society ed itor of tbe Commer­
cial Gazette, starts for 'uba, fully supplied with credentials from 
the authori ties at " Tashington that will int roduce her to the au­
thorities of Cuba as the representath 'e of this paper. She goes 
for the purpose of securing a ,iew of affai rs there, social, military 
and poli tical, as taken by a woman's eyes, and of presen ting 
her observations to the readers of the Commercial Gazet te. 
Those who have read her }fargaret K ent letters know that she 
is able to record her impressions in vigorous language, and will 
expect to be entertained as well as informed, an expectation in 
which there is no reason to think they will be disappointed. 

"Mrs. W oodward will reach Tampa, Fla., Tuesday and will re­
main there two days, sending her first special from that point. 
She has planned to lea,e Tampa by steamer Thursday, hoping 
to reach Havana about six o'clock on Friday morning, April 3, 
in time to breakfast with Gen. W eyler. 

" H er t rip will cover about three weeks and the readers of the 
Commercial Gazette ,,;11 ha'\'e the whole story of her experiences 
fresh from her pen." 

"Mrs. J osephine W oodward, who is within the enemy's line in 
Cuba, is sending dispa tches that may be relied upon. The first 
thing she declares is tbat botb sides have been lying about tbe 
situation. This idea had already got into tbe heads of the Amer­
ican people, and they will readily believe the report sent b""k 
by this energetic and bra \'e woman. By the way, in speaking 
of this matter, the J ournal wants to call the attention of its read· 
ers to tbe fact that :hirs. Woodward is a Lawrence woman. She 
is the daughter of Col. J. D. Miles of Lawrence, and a graduate 
of the state university. She has been on the staff of the Cincin­
nati Commercial Gazette for several years, and was selected by 
that paper to investigate the Cnban difficulties. When news' 
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paper readers see anything concerning the situation from her 
they will not have to write back to find out whether it is true or 
not." 

"Another woman has distinguished herself as a war corres­
pondent in Cuba. She is },irs. Josephine Woodward of the CiD> 
cinnati Commercial Gazette. Her letters are among the most 
readable that have heen written from Cuba. She obtained con· 
siderable information that other correspondents had in some case. 
passed by, in others have not had access to. The question 
whether a woman can be n war correspondent may be regarded 
as settled." 

Mrs. Woodward's Letter.-"If there has been a more lively 
and life-like sketch of Captain General 'Veyler printed than 
that contribnted yesterday to the Commercial Gazette by Mrs. 
W oodwarJ, it has not fallen under our eYei!. You were told the 
things you wanted to know, the appearance of the man, the sound 
of his voice, his manner of speech, his opinions of the Cuban 
situation, and perhaps, most of all, his opinion of the conrse of 
events in the Un ited States, and of vi ews in the United States. 
His smnrning up of the panish character was piC>luresque and 
graphic, and his dismissal, with a wave of the hand, of the inter­
vention of the United States-"Tbis is ollr affair"-thoroughly 
marked a Spanish grandee. 

"He ought to be a subscriber for life to the great two-cent 
daily of the Ohio Valley in return for the admirable way in 
which his personality and surroundings were given our readers." 

"The Commercial Gazette's special from Mrs. Josephine 
Woodward, dated Havana, April Ii, says in part: 'The Span· 
iards lie and the Cubans lie. You pay your money and you 
take your choice. The deadly hatred between these two pe0-

"(Mrs. Woodward is a daughter of Col. J. D. ~mes, of this 
c ity, and was sent by her paper to Cuba to find out the t rue con· 
dition of affairs there. She is t he first woman to have been sent 
to the i land in that capacity, and tells a very interesting story 
<If the lying don e by both sides in order to make it appear that 
victory is with them.-Ed.)"

Of Interest to Women .-~[rs. J osephine Woodward lectured 
before the ·Woman's Press Club yesterday afternoon. The air 
tendance was hetter than at any preceding lecture of the course 
-and great interest was manifested not onl in Mrs. I'i'oodward's 
"ubject, ""'omen, Newspapers and Other Things," but in the 
-appearance on the lecture platform of " woman whose newspaper 
work is and has long been so uni versa lly respected . 

~frs. IVopd ward was in t roduced by )Iiss Thal heimer, presi· 
dent of the Press Club. The lecture was full of pract ical com· 
ment on the work of the reporter, the making of the newspaper 
itself and on the different depar:ments and department heads 
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which go to make up the machinery and the personnel of the 
daily newspaper. She told a nmnber of the ludicrous incidente· 
which the reporter meets in his daily round and at the desk, 
and read some few peculiar con tributions (which never saw the 
light of publication) in illustration of the stupendous ignorance· 
of the average woman on th e subject of the workings of the· 
newspaper office. In addition to the thoughtfulness of her pa· 
per, Mrs. ·Woodward presented the club with a lecture original 
and refreshing to a degree. 

Mrs. Josphine 'Yoodward deli"ered what proved to he one of 
the most brilliant lectures of tbe course of the W oman's Press 
Club yesterday aiternoon. "Journalism as a Profession" was 
tbe wisely chosen theme. She spoke of the softening effect 
journalism has upon one's character as the writer comes in con­
tact with humani ty. In regard to people criticising newspapers 
she said that it was necessary to feed the public mind, and the 
editor was tbe great "chef" providing an ample menu. Occa­
sionally the public mind reiused to select, and blamed the caterer 
for indigestion. Those who would have certain departments 
of th e gre.,t dailies suppressed are like the drunkard who wants 
tbe world to stop raising grapes and barley so he will not have 
to overcome his appetite. She adm itted that there was the daily 
"grind," and enlivened her description with many amusing in· 
cidents, touching also upon the life of a society reporter. A 
woman journali st should demand no courtesies further tban ex­
ist between gentlemen; flattery should never turn her head ; 
tbere should be self-respect, and not self-assGrtion. In closing 
she outlined the difference hetween F rench and American news­
papers, considering the former the more literary. 

Mrs. Woodward's Witty Address.-The short address of Mrs. 
J osephine Woodward, of the Cincinnati Commercial Tribune 
staff, caused spirited discussion at the press meeting this morning, 
hut it also caused spirited applause. The Evening Wisconsin of 
tonigbt calls it a razor-edged address and says :

SELF-HELP. 

To the ambitious stud nt a collegiate education is tho one 
thing to be desired, and while there are many who are fortunate 
enough <0 have their expenses paid for them during their col­
lege career, with no other care than dcyotion to study, there nre 
as many if not more, who nrc prc\'ented from enjoying the same 
pri,-iJege through lack of financial resources. To the lat~er class, 
the following facts, collected tln'ough the courtesy of f "iends, 

may ho of nlue. 
Kn wledge has been given that the self-supporting eludent 

is no longe.· a sober-faced individual, nor one to be neglected 
becauso ,of pecuniary condi tions; on the contrary, 111any of them 
have pro'-en to be bright, cheery people, who are ablo to make 
and keep good fri ends, besides holding the esteem of both faculty 
and students, and oftentimes become popular, not only in the 
class room, but socially as well. 

"In ono of our western college towns it was the custom of a 
wealthy gentlemen <0 lend money to students on the gnarantee of 
life insurance policies, the name of the beneficiary being changed 

where the money was refunded ." 
This is a very simple and feasible method of obtai ning the 

where-withal to meet college xpenses, and we understand it 
can be employed in any locality, througll banking houses or 

through individuals. 
At Barnard College a committee composed of alumnae, called, 

The Students' Aid Committee lends books and money to stud ents 
and also procures work for them, such as tutoring, typewriting, 
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etc. The club is supported by gifts and dues, and this year an 
entert";runent was given by which several thousand dollars were 
realized. 

Several numbers of the program were rendered by singers 
from the Metropolitan Opera House. 

Among the cottages and dormitories at W ellesley are two of 
tho f(mner conducted upon the ccroperative plan, in which all 
of the domestic work is done by the students and for this a re­
duction of $100 is allowed in payment for board. The regular 
charges are $400, of which $175 is for tuition. 

The opportunities at these two cottages are much sought after 
and applications for them are made two or three years in ad­
vance of the time at which the students enter college. 

The library always employs student assistants, and they gen­
erally devote (lne hour a day and are paid for as much extra time 
8S they are able to give. 

A few departments employ student labor, for which the regu· 
lar amount paid is 15 cents per hour. 

Tho college has thirty-six scholarship funds for undergradu· 
ates, ranging from $1,000 to $25,000, the income of which is 
appropriated yearly to needy students. 

The Students' Aid Society afford help to .hose who cannot 
from tbeir own resources meet tbe entire expense of a col· 
lege course. In many cases money is loaned in expectation that 
wb enever they are able they will repay the society." 

"Mount Holyoke College enables students to keep the price 
for board at a very low rate by the daily work reqnired from all. 
The students sometimes earn a litJtle money by tutoring, typewrit, 
ing, mending and room work for other girls and similar things." 

"The method of student self-help most frequently employed 
at C.ornell University, is waiting on the table in the boarding 
hou.ses of the city. TIlls amounts to the .aving of the cost of 
board and is considered for tile student waiter an equitable com­
pensation. 

Other employment doOne by the women is the taking care o£ 
or teaching children, sometimes setting type in the printing es­
tablishments. Both men and women do stenographic work and 
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typewriting to a certain extent. The most profitable work is that 
of newspaper correspondence, most of the large newspapers of 
the country maintaining correspondents at the Universi ty. The 
work is mostJy in the hands of the men, but tbere are also women 
engaged in the same occupation. 

Tutoring in college preparatory studies, and tbere are many 
who spend several hours a week in tbi s line of work, is the chief 
method of e(.udent self·help at Boston University . Some girls 
spend only al ternate years in school, earning money one year, 
usually by teaching, to pay the expenses of the next. Many also 
work during the summer vacation at large summer hotels. 

Others exercise their personal talents for financial benefi t. 
One girl has recently suceeeded very well in selling picture 
frames, which ,he herself painted." 

" The dining room of the New England Conservatory of Music 
furnishes a number of girls fi nancial assistnnce. 

The attendants in cloak rooms, offi ce and waiting rooms are 
nsually students. 

The more advanced pupil s earn something through churclJ 
positions and concert engagements. 

There is also in connection ,,~th this school a society whicb 
provides loans to be paid at ea rliest convenience." 

While Leland Stanford Junior U ni" ersity does not offer in­
ducements to those expecting to earn their way through college, 
neither does it discourage such students. The faculty in co­
operation with the christian associat ions, registers students apply· 
ing for work, without charge, and generally the demand is equal 
to the supply, but in each instance superior qualifications are re­
quired, as in tutoring, clerical labor, typewriting and stenog· 
raphy. Domestic service is in constant demand, but to those 

only who can do their work well." 

A clipping from tbe catalogue of Northwestern University ex­

plains itself. 
Tbe University receives annually a considerable sum of 

money, to be loaned without interest to necessitous and deserv­
ing students who are preparing for tbe ministry, or for other 
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forms of Christian work. Loans from this fund are available 
to students without distinction of sex. 

A Woman's Loan :Fund, contributed by interested friends and 
guarded with prudent restrictions, frequently enables the 
Woman's Educational Aid Association to bo of special servico 
to students in advanced classes, who, without t imely aid, would 
be obliged to leave college before finishing a chosen course of 
study. The ,' aluable assistance already rendered by the fund 
should commend it to friends of the University who may be able 
to increase it by donation or bequest. For further information 
on the subject, address Mrs. Joseph L. Morse, Chairman Loan 
Fund Committee, No. 615 Church street, Evanston. 

- umerous inquiries are addressed to the authorities of the 
University by persons desirous of carrying on collegiate studies, 
lmt who nre without adequate funds to enable them to defray 
their expenses, asking whether the institut ion furnishes to stu­
dents means of employment which will enable them to support 
themseh-es wholly or in part while engaged in the proseeution 
of their studies. It is proper to say that the University does not 
undertake to furnish employment to any studeut, and it does 
not encourage students to matriculate who are entirely without 
resources. It happens each year that not a f IV students are 
able to aid themselves very materially by their labor while car­
rying on their studies, but the student is obliged to rely on his 
abili ty, industry, and character in all such cases. As the 01'­
l)Ortunities for employment are not offered by the University, 
they must be sought for by the students themselves. 

Indeed one skilled in any line of work, would not find it diffi· 
cult to earn something, eepecially in tho trades. "No student 
should come e"peoling to earn money who can do nnthing well; 
skill is absolutely essential, as competition labor is quite as severe 
in college community as elsewhere." 

The management of the Ladies' Home J ournal offers excellent 
opportunities to both young men and young women, for study­
ing not only in schools of fine arts and musical conservatories, bul 
also commercial and technical schools. Their schola rsl1ip list 
now nwnbers nearly five hundred, and are obtained by seeuring 
a certain number of subsc ribers and should one fail in reaching 
the full numher desired, they are paid for the work accomplished 
in the f orm of a cnsh commission at twenty-five or thirty per 
cent. 
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Their booklet entitled, "To College Without Cost," contains 
a list of representative institutions, besides giving full informa­
tion as to their methods of work, also letters from more than a 
score of successful students who ba"e been enabled to take ad· 
vantage of tbeir offers. These offers are to last as long as tbere 
are applicants for them. It is appropriate to mention just bere 
that it is expected the August issne of the Journal ,,~ll contain 
an article on, "How a Girl Can ,York Her ,Vay Through Col· 
lege." 

From the information giyen no one need be diseouraged in at 
least attempting to reach the desired goal. 

Of course it means hard earnest work, but the reward is \'\'o11h 
the effort. 'With good health as the first requisite, success is 
surely in store for one po£sessing unfajling courage and patient 
perseverance, combined with thorouglrne5s, cheerfulness and 
genuine good \\~Il.-A. A.

else, and tbat man is nO'l truly educated. But even the man who 
bas both knowledge and abi li ty, ill other words, who is really 
educated, may be so lacking ill moral qualities, refinement, strong 
and "aluable traits of character that be cannot be called 
a cultured man. 

What the manhood and womanhood of Am rica today want 

and need more than any other one thing is cultnre of the broad­
est, truest, deepest natur.e ; culture which means the most com­
plete development of body, mind and soul for the performance 
of life's duties.

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The truly great schools are tbe ones wbich can furnish the 
American youth with this culture. 

It was a witty remark of the foreign er who said of Americans 
that they are apt to mistake bigness for greatness. And this 
is certainly true in regard to tbe estimate placed upon colleges 
and universities in our land. The small colleges are often depre­
cia(ed and looked down upon simply because they are small; 
and yet many of them are truly great and offer peculiar advan­
tages which cannot be obtained in the larger institutions. Tbe 
small American college, established by toil, self-sacrifice and 
heroism is like the private soldier who wins no fame, whose name 
even is foro-otten but whose service to hjs country is n great and 
lastin~ one, a service that no general could perform. 

W e do not judge of a musician's geniu by his instrument, nor 
the skill .of the architect by his tools; neither should the college 
be judged entirely by its size, its membrship and endo,nnent, 
bll t by the quality of its discipline, its influence in the forma­
tion of character, and its ability to furni sh true culture. 

An i nstitlltion of learning bas an atmosphere peculiar to itself, 
an air of culture and refinement perm eating all the vicinity 
around and awakening longings for in tell ectual things. If the 
colleges are few and scattering, much of this intellectual stimulus 
upon the youth of the land will bo wanting. 

One of the greatest advantages of t he small college is that 
it fit the small pocketbook, and furni shes the blessings of a good 
education to many whose finances could not p.ossibly carry them 
through a university. It is only the most stoical endurance that 
will brave a life of toil and p.overty in the midst of fellow-stu­
den ts from wealthy families. 

In the sman school, however, where many of the members 
are self supporting, the contrasts are less striking and the en­
vironmen.t is stimulating to noble effort and the best views of 
lile. As tile college is generally under church direction or men 
of Christian principles, the influence is of a high moral and 
spiritual standard. 

For the developing of tnte character, great is the value of 
contact with greater lives and minds. In the university the 
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classes are large, and there is little opportunity for the students 
to feel the individual influence of president and teachers; while 
in the small college, a student rarely passes a four years' course 
without finding a personal friend in one or more of his professors 
and many fonn lasting attaclunents. Friendships are easily 
formed am ong the , tudents themselves, and the social life is of 
the most wholesome, charming nature. 

Such an atmo'phero of comradesbip is cert.1inly favorahle to 
the development of a fraterni ty chapter of the best kind. This 
statement is not ad\'8nced as an argument in fa,or of establish­
ing more fraternity chapters in ,mall colleges, but merely as a 
truth concern ing some of the chapters which already e-';st. 
Many of them are of great ,,"lue to the general fraternity for 
their enthusiasm, fa i thiuln~s and loyalty. Living in an insti­
tution with f ew companion or rival chapters, interest in the fra­
terni ty life of the college is of the keenest nature; thus the:v ac­
quire enthu iasm for fraternity intelligence in general. The 
chapter members are characterized for excellent scholarship, as 
most of them attend school for 3n earnest, defini te purpose. 
Mo&t; of them lea"e college under the necessity of fighting their 
O\m way in the world and a determination to succeed. 

Ono needs only to look at the alumni record "f a small college 
01' fraternity chapter to learn t ha t a gre.1t proportion do truly 
succeed, and are an honor to their Alma ~later and their fra­
ternity. 

As year by year the world places a higher premium UpOIl true 
worth and excellence, it is to he hoped that the small college 
will reeei" e its due ,hare of praise and appreciat ion.

spito of our beautif ul ideals, fraternity fellowship 
tends to make us thoughtl ess, even selfish, for we find our fra­
ternity life so engrossing, our fraternity sisters so satisfying, 
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that we have no inclination to seek acquaintances elsewhere. 
Just why this is so would be hard to explain, sillce a fraternity 
is much like a family, and no one ever finds his brothers and 
sisters so absorbing that he cannot enjoy the society of people 
outside tbe family circle. Just as life in this great world of 
ours imposes certain social obligations upon us, SO does life in 
a college or university, where girls are more or less dependent 
upon one another for their pleasures, entail upon us certain duties 
t oward those about us. 

While interfJ-nternity feeling cannot, so far as I know, be criti­
cised, there is, I am afraid, more truth in what" A Fraternity 
Man" said of ns in the April issue of the Arrow than most of 
us would like to admit. Although we are not likely to concede 
that fraterni ty men are, in their attit ude toward barbs above 
crit icism, it does not, after all , affect our own posi·tion. The fact 
that tbe barbs of many universitie have for years handed down 
as a legacy from class to class a feel ing of genuine antagonism 
toward all fraternity members seems to prove conclusiyely that 
there is someth.ing wrong with the frnt('rn ity people. And there 
is. Whether consciously or unconsciously, fraternity girls draw 
between themseh·es and barb girls a social dividing line that is 
rarely overstepped. Some carry their distinction to absurd 
lengths. I eveu know of seve,·al girls who upon entering a fra­
ternity "dropped" girls with whom they had been very fri endly, 
even in~ jmate, prm'ious to thnt time; and tlus merely because 
th.., latter happened to be barbs. I deri ,·e much pleasure, how­
ever, froUl the reflection that not one of these was a Pi Phi. 
Thero are always a few barb girls who are accepted socially by 
fraternity girls and enterta ined by them at all their large parties, 
and the ract that these girls are iUI"Rriably pretty, well-dressed, 
and of attractive appearance, seems to argue that fraternity girls 
are snobbish; but th is is not so. It is the fraternity men who are 
guilty of discrimination ill the first place, the fraternity girls 
simply including on their invitation lists girls that will be pleas­
ing to the men they intend entel'taininp:. 

Tbe majority of barb girls are a jolly, happy lot wbo, while 
they may not have so many good times as we, h,,·e, nevertbeless, 
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pleasures enough to make them socially independent of the va­
rious fraternities. But these are not an. In almost every col­
lage there is a small number of girls who are either umnterest­
ing or else poor and shabby and, for that reason, repellant of 
friendly advances on the part of students who haw more than 
they. Tll€Se are the girls who do not have many college friends, 
the former because they do not attract other girls, the latter 
because they are handicapped by their poverty. These girls, 
moro than any others, would be benefited by the breaking down 
of the social barrier that has for years divided the barbs on the 
one side from the fraternity members on the other. In our 
larger colleges where the barb girls number several hundreds, 
too many for one littl e chapter of fraternity girls to be good to, 
and where discrimination would therefore be a necessity, these 
are the girls to be thought of firs(. It would not be with us a 
question of finding friends, for those we already have in the 
fraternHy, bnt of giving some pleasure to girls who have very 
little. Nor could tills be easily or quickly done. A state of 
affai rs that has c"x isted for years could not be changed in a m<r 
men t; hence, we should not feel discouraged if our first efforts 
were to PTove unsuccessful. The girls themselves would come 
in time to understand the generous spirit that prompted our 
friendly advances; and in trying to be good to them we should 
reap a reward in the respect and approval that we should earn 
not only from the faculty but f rOID other fraternities as well, 
and from people at large. Not onJy this, but more than ever 
we should become what all Pi Beta Phis should aim to bo,-an 
influence for good in our respective colleges, for we should set 
an example that other fraternities might do well to follow, and 
we should be the means of increasing college spirit, for in prcr 
portion as we make college life pleasanter for some of our fellow 
students, they will love tbeir college the more with that deep, 
enthusia tic affection of which every college feels so justly proud. 
Whether we accomplish this or whetber we merely lay the foun­
dation for it, we shall not have been Pi Phis in "ain.

"T~AIN I :-;O INDIVIDUALITY IN COLLEOE." 

JlN ARTICLE that appeared in the Educational Review for 
March of the current year will be of interest to our edu· 

cators both preEent and future. It is entitled, "Training Indi­
viduality in College," and is written by Prof. H. de F. Smith 
of Bowdoin College, where the system which he l,ere describe. 
has been in force for a numher of years with unqualified suce€SS. 

In the first part of his nrt icle, Prof. Smith recognizes the pre­
vailing condi tion in our colleges, especially tbe larger uni verBi­
ties in which so mucb of the individuality of the student is lost, 
his originali ty counots for little, and his pl'Ogress keeps pace only 
with that of the slowest, o\\~ng to the large size of the classes. 
Thi B, of course, is due to the faet that the number of students 
increases while the number of instructors remains practically 
the same. This evil is not so great in the smaller colleges, but 
even there the nwnber of instructors has by no means increased 
in the same ratio as the number of students_ So tbat the argu­
ment for the smaller college, namely, tb."t students are brought 
into close personal contact with the faculty, will not be so ef­
fectual in the futnre as it bas been in the past. 

A quotation from the report of President Dwight of Yale iB 
given: 

" The call of the present and tbe coming time upon our pro­
f essors and teachers is an impressive and imperat ive call to enter 
into as close relations as possible with the individual students 
who are under their personal instruction. No professor or in-

Btruetor fuliills hill duty to his pupils who sees them only in the 
lecture room, who enters the lecture room at the hour appointed 
for the exercise, and at the end of the hour leaves the college 
grounds to return again only for a similar exercise on the fol­
l o,,~ng day." 

The various expedients that have been used to bring pupil 
and teacher into closer relations Imve one and all proved inef­
fectual. ,"ith the large classes which professors now have, the 
individual student seems to remain an inaccessible quantity, to 
the detriment of both pupil and instructor. 

What is the effect upon the student of tlus work en masse! 
"The boy of moderate parts, when he comes to college, ex­

pects to find life more earnest and ardent than in the preparatmy 
school. H e Illeans to work and work hru·d. H e does work hard 
for a time. But he soon finds that it is not absolutely neces­
sary. H e discovers that sloth is secure ill numbers, that inat­
tention once in a while and the use of mechanical time-saving 
oevices will not spoil his standing. In other woros, he can go 
as fast as the Illaclune goes and have plenty of time to kill be­
sides. I s it any wonder, then, tbat he gradually succumbs!" 

"Ho,," can tlus fresh enthusiasm be prcserved and made to 
grow as it sbould ? Tbe answer "f President Hyde of Bowdoin 
is: 'By personal appeals to indh'idual aptitudes; by employing 
au.xiliary instructors to do tbe work that cannot be done in tbe 
classroom. When a college has taught the regular clas.."CS at 
the hou rs required in the scbedule, it has done only half its 
work. Sons of \"ell-t.<rdo :Kew England parents who ba\-e never 
been obliged to work at anything, who bave begun to go into 
society, \l'bo find college life crowded with competing and fra­
tenuty interests, need mucll more tban tbe regular routine of 
recitations if they are to acquire any vital interest in scholarly 
pursuits. The attitude of the indi\-idual student is a much more 
important factor tban the contents of a text-book or lecture in­
keeping the eollege from becoming unwieldy and intellectually 
impotent, a respectable loafing place for a tbrong of young fel­
lows who are pleasantly passing away tbeir time until serious 
professional training shan rouse them to responsibility.' The 
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freshman needs, perhaps more than any other student, the per· 
sonal influence of the instructor. He needs the searcbing ex­
amination of • sympathetic eye; be nee<ls better teaching than 
he over had b .. fore. Whol€Ellle instruction will n()l; discover 
his difficulties and misconceptions." 

Then foll ow. an account of the group system employed at 
Bowdoin: 

" The syst..m employed at Bowdoin is no longer an untried 
t.heory; its success is assured. DUling the past three years this 
plan has been followe<! mostly in the language studiee, but only 
as a step to its application in other large classes. It means extra 
work for each stud ent, but be is not overworke<!. .As extra in· 
.structor in the department of I_atin and Greek, I am now giving 
indi"idual instruction in those branches. The cia s of sixty-five 
.students is diddcd into small groups, \ar~·ing in size from five 
to nino men. Each group spend, with the instructor weekly 
one half-hour in Latin, and the same in Greek. The size of 
the group depends on the men in it. I make up the groups 
eal·efull.\' and oftcn change a stud ent from one group to another, 
if I th.ink he "ill do bottel' work there. In this way the in terest 
and earneetness of "ertain students can be mado to stimulate 
,others. It is a prett.v poor student who won't work when the 
atmosphere and sun-oundings in his group arc good. tudents 
of extraordinary ability can be g rouped together and keel' their 
paoo "'ithout in terference. Groups arrange<! on this ptinciple 
have c"ident ad\"l\I1tages o'-er those of uniform s ize, made up 
alphabetically or "'ithout selection." 

"During the first term of the c'ear the ,cork of these g roup. 
is I_atin ami Greek pl'ose composition. If I_ivy is being read 
in class, the Latin pl'ooe eOlllpo"ition is based upon the portious 
r ead. In tho same way the Greek prose cOIllPosition is based 
upon whate"er 3uthor the class is 'Working. The g roup courses 
must be closely correlate<! with the regular courses, and the in· 
structors must work with a yicw to mutual ass istance. For eK 

ample, the passage for translation into Greek, set by the Greek 
professor, is based upon the immed iate work of the class, and 
is a subject of general discuS$iou and reeitation for some part 
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of (me or two class exercises. The translation is then made and 
handed to me. I go over the work carefully with each of the 
groupe. In this way I am enabled to see what each man is do­
ing, how he is doing it, and to gi"e him the help that seems most 
needed." 

This method infuses a fueling of responsibility into the stu' 
dent. Also he must not only bring information into class but 
he must bring accurate information which will withstand the 
scrutiny of his companion clitics. 

In regard to the teacher: 
" This method does not relieve the professor in any branch 

of his regular work, but supplements his work at the points 
where he is hampered by too great numbers. It invoh~ a 
greater preparation by the student and increases his time of at. 
tendance at least one-half hour iu each branch of stud.v. This 
increase of work is scarcely felt, for the increase in interest keep!> 
equal pace, as is shown by regularity of attendance and by the 
voluntary expressions of the students. To the instructor the 
work has been a constant sou" ce of pleasure and inspiration. 
The contact with individual students, the personal study of eacll 
man's abilities, the opportunity to help in improving methods 
of study, the finding of an incorrigible now and then,-it is all 
a teacher's work. It might at first thought seem liable to be­
come deadening a.nd monotonous to go over the same gronnd 
day by day. Far from that, it affords a first-class field for the 
exercise and de'-elopment of whate,'er pedagogical instinct an 
instructor bas." 

If this method be impracticable owing to the lack of supple­
mentary instructors, Professor Smith suggests the system of re­
quired written work, in which each student is held responsible, 
during the year, f or a number of reports upon certain subjects 
which he llas personally investigated. Another method is the 
studen t club which meets with the teacher at frequent intervals. 

In conclusion, Professor Smith says: "Sncb methods the col­
lege must employ, if it is not to ignore the problem that comes 
with incl'e8sed numbers and endangers its very existence_ It. 
place is between the secondary school and the university, or 
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life. It must continue the discipline that ( he school has begun 
and awaken the rc;;ponsibility whjch the future career will de­
mand. 'When college mean.s four years of steady developmell t 
of the iudi,;dual, i~ performs successfully this two-fold function, 
and its future is secure."-A. A.

and industrious. And marc than this, he must possess all the c lements at 
true gentility.

e eptihle and bighly de.veloped rf"gard for tbe righ ts of others. 10 tact , 
tbat is tho quintessence of t rue gentility. And that faculty a college ca­
reer spent in the right kind of n fraternity cbapter will develop more than 
anything else. I s he profoundly and deeply religious? His views of the 
world will b", rendered more cbar itable and his nbi lity for doing the re!ig­
ious work of which he dreams will be enhanced by a st.udyof t be char­
acteris ti us of bis much less rel ig ious b rothers whom he yet lo\"es for the ir 
many manly qualities and socia l ,"irtucs. Is he a budding lawYf'lr, full of 
disputations, a loyal and eager partisan of any cause wh ich he espouses? 
H e needs Rsaociation with the quiet student , the patien t searcher into tho 
mysteries of science or the eminently practical man preparing for a busi · 
ness career. Is h o inclined to be careless of the higher development of his 
6piritual nature? ASBociation with the future minister who occupies the 
ne)'t room, and whom he can't help loving, is bound to do much to repress 
tendencies whh:h unchecked may lead to serious results . Is h e a close 
student, inclined to spend all his time at his books or in laboratory? Con­
tact with the enthusiastic coming lawyer or editor will bring him out and 

give him prac tical views of life.

Given honest men, sincere men, truth seeking men, and divergent views 
upon tho relative values of a dissertation upon the finite conception of the. 
unknowable and 8 full dross ball, the propriety of the higher cr iticism or 
the relative values of the 8 alvation Army or the Concord philosopby as 
agencies lor world improvement, will be for the betterment of the chapter 
and the futUre lives of its members. Thus, respect for the opinions of 
others and tolersnce for others' Ideas will be developedj and thus will be 
acquired a regard for the rights of others both in practice and in theory, 
without which no man, however learned, however otherwise polished, 
however much influence be may possess, howe\Ter lofty his ambitions, can 
e\Ter hope to climb to the heigbts of success with visions of which h is 
youthful hours are won t to be regaled. The undergraduate may not be­
aware of the val ue (If this training; he may lament that the chapter is not 
more" harmonious," but if it is movingupoo the lines indicated, and bas 
the rigbt kind of mater ial, it is but ror tbe future good of every memberp 
In fact it is ODe of the most important pbMes of education acquired in 
college, one of the priceless advantages of fra ternity association.- Phi 
K appa Pst. Shir;ld. 

An old question of considerable importance is the growing custom 
among certain fraternities of the open pledging of students while sti ll in 
t he high school. The sentiment among fraternity men in general has been 
opposed to this practice, I believe, but force of circumstances occas ioned 
by more intense rivalry is tending to make it an established custom in 
more than one inst itution. It has generally been conceded that there is a 
marked d istinction between the pledging of young men who are in the 
sub'collegiate department connected with an institution where Greek Let· 
ter Fraternities have established chapters, and the pledging of pupils who­
are still in attendance at the high school in the S8me town or city. The 
for mer are growing up in a fraternity atm08phere and usually make mor&­
valuable members of tbe active chapter afterward, because of their pre-­
Jhoinary training. The case of the high school student is differen t. He 
cannot receive the brotherly advice and attention with which a pledged 
man in the preparatory department is favored, nnd sometimes later on 
h e becomes undesirable and a hindrance to the general welfare of the 
Chapter by whom he was pledged, and the necessity of dropping him i8: 
a pleasant circumstance to neither party. Too often his fraternity affili8~ 

tions give him an exaggerated idea of h is own importance, which is detri­
mental to his future poesibilities. The remedy is apparently to be found 
only in an agreement amGng all the fraternities of an institution not to 
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pledge men before they are actually enrolled in coJlege.- The Sigma Ohi 
Quarterly . 

Should yoo leave your own institution and go elsewhere to college, what 
is your duty toward the Dew chapter you find there! Have you Bny duty? 
Bas the chapter Rny duty! Or does obligation, both on tbe part of the 
individual member and the chapter, cease 8S soon 8S you leave your own 
cbapter ! 

ThOBe who answer tbislast ques tion in the affirmative are either ultra­
conservative, or lacking in true frat erni ty loyalty. It is in accordance 
with the spirit of our fraternity to consider it an opportunity to meet, 
know, and work with anyone of our chapters. 

Let U8 take tbe liberal view. know our chapters, then we shall know our 
fraternity. 

It is natural and righ t lor one to be ardent and loyal toward one's own 
chapter, but when one comes in contact with a sister chapter the same 
spirit should be preserved toward it. If this is not done, there is a double 
wrong j the chapter at band is wronged, and your own chapter is perhaps 
misrepresented by one of its member!!! showing 80 little interest and loyalty. 
If ODe belongs to a fraternity, one belongs to the aggregate whole quite as 

much 88 to the individual part. In a way tbere is DO dhision in a frater· 
nity, for it is a unit made up of closely joined component parts. Each 
part must be worthy in order to make a good whole, and each member 
should stand by the whole or anyone of its parts. The opportunity of 
inter·chapter affiliation is one of the best advantages Our fraternity oiferli 
us, therefore let us make the most of it. 

On the other hand, should a member come to your chapter, whom per· 
haps you may believe you would not have chosen, make her most wel­
come j it is part of your fraternity obligation, and your duty to do it 
glad ly. It is right for us to meet 8S friends and sisters, otherwise our true 
aim is loet, and our organization m!ans nothing. We need not limit our 
friends to just tbose who belong to our fraternity , but we should know 
tbe girls in our own chapter, and make it a point to affiliate with any 
chapter we are near. Otherwise we ba\'e Dot tbe true spirit, and our 101-
alty is lacking. 

Let U8 be broadminded enough to meet on cordial footing, and extend 8. 

welcoming band t06 sister coming from another cbapter. Let us help our 
fraternity to realize its best self, and let us lay aside all petty conserva­
tism.-The Trident. 

WH.AT TO GUARD AGAINST. 

We are all very much impressed with the pleasures and privilege8 which 
come witb life in 8 sorority bou8~e8peciaJl1 those of U8 who bave lived 
there. The true acquaintance and lastillg friendship which come beat 
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from continual M!lociation are privilf'ges to be prized, while the pleasures 
that a crowd of congenial girls can bave a::nong themselTed can be appre. 
ciated only by those who have taken part in thew, But in these very en­
joyruen ts, comes the dangers that should be guarded against. We are 
very likely to be-come 80 devoted to each other Rnd to ou r own modes ot 
enjoyment, that we become sell-centered and narrow, aed if this is car­
r ied to any extent, one of the greatest benefits of l.\ college education i.s d i­
minished to a great degree. For college eUucntion is intended primarily 
to be broadening, and should arouse in the student ao appreciat ion of the 
true value of C\'('ry side of life , -an end which is not gained by a girl 
whose life is narrowed down to going to her classes and then rushing 
h ome to enjoy herself with" the girls at the houso," baving little though t 
or care for what the rest of the world is doing'. This is a selfish spi rit 
which reacts first of all on toe girl herself, but is also felt by outsiders 
who nre quick to forget her as she forge ts them, aod there is eyen a possi· 
bility that her owo fratoroity sisters who live outside the house will feel 

thnt there is n barrier and tbat the girls in the boese prefer to enjoy their 
good times all to themselves. I do not say tbat these are nec€'ssary resu lts 
of life in a sorority house, but thoy arc " e!'y dangcrou;; ones, and ones that 
are very likely to appear unie:B the girls ta!{e an ndi\'e in terest io things 
which in terest the world ab.::>ut them, !llld unless they are characterized by 
a spirit of (rif'odlines.3 and sisterhood, which is brolld enough to extend be· 
yond the limits of t1::. e sorority house, and likewiiie of the so!'ority itself.­
Th e A·ey . 

A thing that cannot be empbasized too much is this: ](nf) tlJ evc r,'l/t /~ill!J 

about the man be/ore vou, a8k h im to join. I lUcan know everything 
about him on which his eligibility to your Dumber depends. Nearly every 
mistake a chapter makcs can be charged up to this f",ct, this carelessness. 
Thero nre men in every lratemity who ought not to he there. We all know 
tbis. Dut it is !lot the lauit or the man himself, but of tbe chapler wbich 
is guilty of criminal negliger.ce. It is very rare that it cannot be told 
whether or not a man is suitable or not, a~tcr a little invest igation . Here 
in the Southern colleges where the men do ont come from great distances 
the information is easy to procure. Write to au alunlnus in the town 
where the man lives. This will tenu to revive the interest of the a lumnus 
and will certainly prove a benefit to the chapter. It is botter to lose ten 
good meo than to get in one who is almost a disgrace to the order. Don't 
be in too big a hurry. . 

The prosperity of the chapter depends primarily on the congenin lUy 
of it. members. I say H chcptcr" because necessarily the men in the 

same chapter are thrown together more often than are those of different 
chapters. They have become a family, a family composed of brothers. in 
which perfect harmon! should exist. It has often been the case that ooe 
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member destroys the peace and fraternalism of the entire cbapter. An 
uDcongenial member could do mOfe harm to the chapter than anything 
else, unless it be two uncongenial members. ..\ad 9 0 I say that congeni­
ality ill the first to look jor.
