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We need to learn as adults and young
women to accept that our parents did
the best they could. And then we need
to understand that it was not right for
them to say, “You got four As and one
B, what happened?’ We may have to
look at the situation and say, “I
understand that they wanted me to be
perfect- it just doesn't work that way. If
they require straight As, that is their
problem, it's not mine.”

Laura:

But it takes a pretty strong and
secure person to be able to do that.
And besides, our family is not the only
thing that shapes who we are. In my
research, | found so much informartion
about the role sociery and the media
I'l'.l\-'l_' in h\‘“- ;‘ICU|1|L' view lht_‘nlhl_‘i\'t'h.
especially women. The fact is that
body-image constitutes much of a
woman's self-worth and self-esteem.

| believe it was Thomas Cash, a
professor of psychology at Old
Dominion University, who said, “We
believe that if we have the perfect
body, then we'll have the perfect life.”
I know I've certainly seen that on a
college campus. Quite an emphasis is
placed on how a young woman looks.
There are still so many times | look at a
sorority sister or classmate and think
that she does have the perfect body
and therefore, she must have the
perfect life. It has taken me a long time
to realize that she, like me, has
problems. No one really is perfect.

Self:

Ann Kearmney Cooke, a Cincinnati
psychologist who specializes in body
images, believes it is perfectly
acceptable in our culture to obsess

Laura:

When Jennifer defined self-
esteem, she put it in terms of the way
people view themselves. A person with
high self-esteem likes herself as a whole
person and feels as if she is capable of
tackling and conquering almost
anything that comes her way.

that in reality are extremely
unhealthy and dangerous. However,
these are the bodies that many women
aspire to. | think it can almost tumn
into a competition. It is not about
eating, though. It is about a feeling of
not being thin enough, attractive
enough, worth enough. It is a feeling of
emptiness.”

“The idea of body image is an
extreme pressure in college. We see the
ideal and cannot reach it without
putting our health in great danger. We
are socialized to believe that people
will not like us unless we look like the
80 Ib. models in the magazines.
Although on a rational level, we know
this is ridiculous, on some other level,
we believe there is some truth in it.”

Self:

Cornell University social historian
Joan Jacobs Brumberg studied the
diaries girls have written over the last
150 years. She found that adolescent
girls today are “overwhelmed with
insidious feelings of unworthiness and
low self-esteem as they obsess about
boys and body image at the expense of
more fruitful activities. Brumberg calls

(:nn\'crst.‘ly, a woman with low self-
esteem either does not like anything
about herself or does not like a few
areas of her personality or body image

etc.

Self:

Jennifer believes a problem arises
when the dislike of these few areas
(which can even be just one area)
often overrides any positive
characteristics the woman once
l‘L’liL‘\‘L‘Ll she had.

Laura:

The effects of a distorted self-
image are all around me. [ see it in so
many women every day on the college
campus. But what are some of the
benefits and effects of a healthy self-
image!

Self:

“A person with healthy self-esteem
is able to accept criticism or rejection
and failure, too... when pursuing a goal,”
said James Masterson. While a person

might get upser, even very upset, he is
| able to pmh those feelings aside, leam
| from '[“I‘!'i'.‘i\'(."‘" }]I'll' move on to Tllt.‘




next challenges. The key factor is that
one doesn’t lose sight of the things he
is good at. A person can use confidence
to help repair a temporary gap in self-
esteem.

Laura:

And wasn't it Dr. Masterson who
said we can increase self-esteem by
attempting to stay in touch with one's
real self when faced with challenging
situations? This means accepting
yourself for what you are- taking
comfort in your abilities and at the
same time accepting your limitations.

Self:

It was. Pi Phi Jennifer Atler puts it
in these words, “Positive self-esteem
makes people less hard on themselves.
If they are a few pounds overweight,
that does not mean they are failures as
people. If they fail that chemistry rest,
that does not mean they are failures as
people. If they do not get elected to
thart position, that does not mean they
are failures as people. They are able to
separate the issues and nor allow their
entire beings and self-worths to hinge
on each success or failure.”

Laura:

But the adage, “We are each our
own toughest critic” is still true. It was
Sally Kempton who said, “It is hard to
fight an enemy who has outposts in
your head.” Women need to learn to be
easier on themselves. It seems all the
women | know tend to focus on their
negative characteristics, rather than
the positive.

Self:

The initial work does need to
begin within each individual. But there
is much we can do for each other.
There is much that can be done even
within the walls of this chapter house.

Laura:

You mean with Pi Phi?

Self:

Yes. Let me read to you part of the
letter Jennifer Atler wrote to you when
you two were working on your self-
esteem paper. She said, “Pi Phi has
given me the opportunity to
experience college with an extremely
strong group of women with many of
the same interests as | have as well as
many of the same experiences.
Through Pi Phi | have made some of
the best friends | will ever have, and it
has given us a forum to discuss issues
like self-esteem and problems we as
women face on college campuses. Not
only has Pi Phi given us an incredible
‘social connection,’ but the women in
Pi Phi have proven to be a support
system through the tough times, also.”

“I think Pi Phi has the ability to
affect a lot of women. We should
continue to promote seminars and
speakers on the problems that we are
facing on a daily basis. | realize that all
of us are very busy, but reflective
discussions and activities can be very
helpful to women. Seminars on eating
disorders, sexual assault and
harassment and self-esteem can be very
informative and helpful for everyone.

“One on one, | think we just need
to continue to listen and support each
other as we have been doing all along.
By sharing our own thoughts and
experiences we will no longer feel
alone, as if we are the only one trying
to conquer the pressures surrounding us
on the college
campus.”

Laura:

She sure makes
several good points
about the benefits
of sisterhood in
regard to self-
esteem. And you
know, what her
mother Marilyn says
about how Pi Phi
can help build self-
esteem not only
;i]"pliuh o me now
but it will also in a

few years when I'm an alum. She talks
about how Pi Phis, instead of trying to
be perfect, should turn to one another
and share what is really going on in
their lives— to say to each other, “I
don't know what to do about my eating
disorder.” “I don't know how to get
help.” Or,
“l know I'm
drinking
too much
and I'm not
sure what
to do about
it.” Or
whatever
the
situation is.

Self:

And do you remember what she
saw as the biggest challenge facing
women I:i)d'dy and what to do about it?
She said we need to make our own
decision as to who we want to be, what
kind of life we want to live, and what
areas of life we want to excel in,
because we can't excel in everything. It
was her opinion that we really can’t do
it all- be a wife and a mother and a
homemaker and a career woman (at
](_"(]5] not as “'C” as we “'()Ulﬁl Ilkt_’ ll)].
There have to be compromises made
and we need to choose which shortcuts
to take. Then we need to say, “I'm
doing the best that | can, this is the
way | want to do it and I'm happy
abour that.”

Laura's grasp of the subject
strengthened. It was as if she had been
standing in a very small, dark closet
and then suddenly someone turned on
the light. Softly, she whispered, “So
who we are on the outside and the
image we project is merely a reflection
of the portrait within.”

As quickly as the voice had come,
it disappeared. Its presence could no
longer be felt or heard. The blank page,
once imposing, appeared less
intimidating. Laura picked up her
pencil and began to draw.

It is how we respond to life that
determines our life.

“Until my father's death in 1984 at
age 76, | tried in every possible way to
win his daytime love. | broke and
trained wild horses, skied for the
University of Colorado ski team,
graduated from college with Phi Beta
Kappa honors, was a deburante and
won Miss America. And each time |
turned with childlike hope saying,
‘Won't yvou love me now, Daddy? |
won the Qutstanding Woman Speaker
in America, cooked his favorite foods
ind walked his dog. "Won't you love
me now, Dad?”

“It was only two years ago, that a
psychologist said to me words that




seared my soul in pain and forced me to
see the truth. He said, *You failed in
the most important goal of your life-
you never won your father’s daytime
love.’

“Some goals, no matter how we
persevere, no matter how many years
we try, some goals we do not achieve.
And we grieve as we have to let that
goal- so deep within us— go, finally and
forever. It is our work.

“When my life became
dysfunctional in 1984, our daughter
Jennifer, our only child, was in 8th
grade. Although | was an attentive
mother, involved in every possible way
in her life, I was still traveling two to
three days a week except during the
summer.

“But during her 8th grade year, my
life was stopped by overwhelming
anxiety and paralysis spells that would
continue until |
was 51 and she was
off to college.
Many times, during
her 8,9, 10, 11 &
12th grade years,
she would come
home to find me
sobbing or lying in
paralysis. She
would sit by my bed
and comfort me
and | would be
there to share her
joys or
disappointments.

“Someone
much wiser than |
said you need to be
home with your
teenager during these years. And the
only way you will stay home is if |
make you literally unable to crawl to a
plane to go give a speech to keep your
daychild excelling.

“What a gift. My daughter and [
are as tightly bonded as it is possible for
a mother and daughter to be. But in
looking back, I realize that it was
because of my handicap that my life
was stilled. My handicap had turned
out to be a blessing.”

It was her daughter who gave
Marilyn freedom from the shame she
felt as a victim of incest and the ability
to reach out to others. Marilyn says she
was afraid Jennifer would not wanr her
to be her mother if she knew about the
incest. When Marilyn did tell her
daughrter, Jennifer’s response was one of
unconditional love and acceptance.
“Mom, vou have changed so many

people’s lives with your speeches.
Think how many MORE lives you
could change if they knew this about
you!”

Marilyn believes our lives are
enriched and fulfilled in relation to our
courage and the risks we are willing ro
take— the work we are willing to do.

Marilyn
now has a
new goal: to
educate
victims and
violators of
Incest.

When she confronted her own father
about the abuse, he said, “If | had
known what it would do to you, I never
would have done it.” Marilyn's
response: “Let every single man and
woman understand that that excuse
can never be used again. We are going
to tell you what it does to us for
decades.” She adds, “Like red dye
poured into a can of white paint, incest
has colored every aspect of my life.”

Marilyn as

She was, at
the time,
United Air
Lines Youth
Speaker.

During one of the many
appearances Marilyn has had on
national television, she turned to her
interviewee and with a fierce intensity
asked, “Do you think | want to live the
rest of my life as an incest survivor?”
Before the question could be answered,
a smile suddenly appeared, erasing the
anguish on her face and her blue eyes
lit up. “You bet I do. I have a very
strong message— [ survived!"

It is how we respond to life that
determines our life.

“You will never

hear me say,
‘Why me?””

Was my childhood filled with terror so
that I could better understand others’
fears...Did [ feel isolation and
abandonment so I could enfold others
into my heart?..Did I feel humiliation
and degradation so | can now fight for
the dignity of others?

“The closeness Larry, Jennifer and I
have is, in great part, because of the
intense despair we shared— not for a
day, or a month, but for years. It was the
trauma we survived that bonded us. It
was because of the pain we shared that
the joy is all the sweeter.

“It was because, finally, there were
no secrets— just the three of us exposed
in our truth, frailties, and our strengths—
turning to one another, depending on
one another.”

Jennifer said this about her mother,
“In the last two years she has become a
hero for thousands of survivors who did
not think they could live through
another day. They can now look at my
mother and know that it is possible to
survive recovery even when they truly
think they will die from the pain. When
my mom was going through those tough
days, she just wanted to talk to one
person who had made it through with
his or her family intact. She could find
no one... hundreds of books and no one.
Obviously, thousands of women in the
past have survived this, but no one
spoke of it. So the thousands
experiencing it, even two years ago, still
felt alone. My mother has become not a
healer who can save the world, but
living proof that recovery is possible.”

Marilyn contends, “One of the
reasons | survived my problem is
because I did my work. [ was never able
to change what happened to me. My
overwhelming challenge was to change
how I thought about what happened to
me.”

Marilyn asks her audience to
consider how they are responding ro
their problems, whatever they are. “Tell
me how you are responding to the
problem or the sorrow or the handicap -
tell me how you are responding to life’s
challenges and then... | will know you.”

Marianne R. Wild
“ g TTowmont is unique - it
sets us apart and makes

us different from others in
the Greek world. If 1 am to be remembered
anywhere; [ would like it to be there.”

These were the words of Grand
President Emeritus Marianne Reid
Wild a year before her death as she
made provisions for the Pi Bera Phi
Foundation to be her primary benefi-
ciary. In keeping with Mrs. Wild's
wishes, the Foundation Trustees have
designated $200,000 of her bequest to-
ward construction of the new dormito-
ry, a primary component of the
Campaign for Arrowmont.

Named in her honor, the
Marianne Reid Wild Wing of the dor-
mitory will be separated from the main
residential building by a landscaped
courtyard and walkway, home to sculp-
tural pieces from Arrowmont’s perma-
nent collection. Eight student accom-
modations with private baths will
provide an option of on-campus living
arrangements for couples and other stu-
dents wishing more privacy than the
shared bath accommodations designed
for the main dormitory structure. The
total facility will provide flexibility for
up to 52 additional bed spaces.

Under construction since
November in a wooded site behind the
historical Red Barn, the new building
will provide contrast to other campus
housing facilities, some predating 1912.
The design includes a head-resident
staff apartment, a screened porch, sev-
eral hundred feet of indeor gallery
space for displaying wall-mounted
works of art from the Arrowmont per-
manent collection and a large multi-
purpose room that will bear the name
of the Nashville Alumnae Club in
recognition of that club’s generous gift
to the Campaign.

Marianne Reid Wild's vision for
Arrowmont and the role it plays in
“making us different” long will be re-
membered by those who enjoy the ben-
efits of her generosity.

Many celebrations surrounded the
return to lowa of Former hostage Tom
Sutherland and his wife Jean. A special
welcome home was given by the lowa
Gamma Chapter.

Sutherland, who spent six and one
half years in captivity in Beirut, and
Jean returned to Ames, lowa and lowa
State University to be honored at the
annual student-run Veisha celebration
last May.

The festivities included a central
campus rally for the couple, a 61st
birthday party for Tom, scores of recep-
tions and welcome home wishes, and a
Monday morning reception at the Pi
Beta Phi house. The campus leader
who spent the weekend escorting the
couple was a Pi Phi.

Jean, who was Chapter President
of lowa Gamma in 1955, and Tom,
who fondly remembered his days as a
graduate student and the time spent at
the Pi Phi house, sang songs in the
foyer.

Picking up the
Pieces

As | picked up the phone to call
The ARROW editor today, | surveyed
my own home. There are several holes
in the roof, and half of its windows and
doors are missing. I lived for three weeks
without electricity, refrigeration and hot
water. Yet, | am so very, very fortunate;
the roof structure has held and | have
boards on my windows to keep looters
out. | still have a home.

Since August 24, 1992 when the
catastrophic Hurricane Andrew struck,
it has been months of gut wrenching ex-
istence in south Dade County, Florida.
Life has been tough; tougher than one
can ever imagine or that television
could portray. Yet, survivors of this hor-
rific act of nature are not scarred.
Instead, memories of neighbor helping
neighbor and the American people's
generosity stand out prominently in our
minds.

Most of all, the friendship of Pi
Beta Phi has provided much needed
moral support. Old friends looked after
one another as the Miami Alumnae
Club set up its task force PI PHI (Pi
Phis Involved with Post Hurricane
Initiative) through which the club is
contacting all Pi Phis in the area to in-
quire as to their well-being and to iden-
tify their needs.

Many alumnae are volunteering
their time to the Hurricane Relief Effort
distributing the generous and over-
whelming contributions that flooded in
from all over the world. Ann Jones,
Virginia Beta 1929, works with the Red
Cross Emergency Services to arrange
military leaves for those in the Armed
Forces who need to come home because
their homes have been destroyed. | have
been working at the Salvation Army
Sharing Center distributing medical
supplies to Migrant Farm workers,
Haitian and Cuban refugees. Caring for
the needs of 160,000 homeless is mind
boggling. There are headaches and ill-
nesses from prolonged stress, cuts and
infections related to the clean-up ef-
forts, and sick children because of inade-
quate, unsanitary living conditions, lack
of clean water and malnutrition.

Through this
tragedy, | met a truly
remarkable Pi Phi.
Diane Dugoni Shoat,
Florida Delta 1972, is
a Presbyterian minis-
ter whose parish, lo-
cated in Homestead,
Florida, suffered
major damage as did
the homes of most of
the church’s mem-
bers. Many in the
congregation are el-
derly and live in mo-
bile homes. Their
homes could not
withstand the 200 mph winds. These
fixed income retirees are financially
devastated and have lost their sense of
independence, having to move in with
friends and family members. Most can-
not rebuild and have lost their belong-
ings. These are the hardships and heart-
breaking circumstances that Diane faces
every day as she personally visits all of
the congregation members. Her pa-
tience and caring nature help people
bring perspective to the chaos brought
with Hurricane Andrew.

The environment has also suffered
massive amounts of damage. Three mil-
lion cubic feet of debris has been col-
lected and dumped into what were once
lovely tropical parks.

The rebuilding process is going to
take an extremely long time...years,
maybe decades. In total, 65,000 houses
suffered damage, of which 28,000 were
destroyed. 80,000 households lost phone
service as did 1.4 million electric cus-
tomers. One month later, 28,000 house-
holds were still not energized and that is
with more than 5,000 workers from
Florida, Georgia, South Carolina, North
Carolina, Kentucky, and Tennessee
working around the clock. $20 million

food, water and medical supplies to
the needy. She certainly never
imagined she would be doing so for
her own neighborhood.

in total property damage was caused by
the storm’s rage.
