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A Shared 
Responsibility 

in October, Pi Beta Phi assumed 
the Chairmanship of the National 

Panhellenic Conference. 
From this leadership position, we 

reaffirmed our commitment to the prin­

Ciples expressed in the Panhellenic 
Creed-to promote good scholarship, 
good health, fine standards ... and to 

serve, to the best of our ability, the col­

lege community. 
Since October, I've done a lot of 

thinking about what it means to pro­
mote good scholarship, good health , 

and fine standards. And I've done a 
whole lot of thinking about what it 
means to serve the college community. 
I've joked about which "hat" i should 

be wearing when the phone rings ... 
will this be a "good scholarship" call? A 
"good health" call? a "fine standards" 
call? Or will we be asked "to serve the 

college community"? 
From the NPC perspective, the 

college community covers a lot of terri­
tory. The Conference is represented on 

almost 600 college and university cam­
puses by 2,912 chapters. if we are to 
serve more than 250,000 NPC-member 

collegians and their broader college 
communities in locations from the 
University of Hawaii to the Universities 
of Albena, Maine or Miami, Florida, 

and all of the campuses in between, 
thank heavens it is a collective respon­
sibility. The obvious parmers are the 
alumnae and collegians of all 26 PC­

member groups. in preparing for pre­
sentations last month at Penn State, 
Stanford and Pepperdine Universities, 
and at the Fraternal Law Conference in 

Cincinnati, it became apparent that we 
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could not exclude from that responsi­

bility the entity that should be our 
major parmer-the college or universi­
ty, our host institution. if we are to 
serve, to the best of our ability, our col­
lege community, it is essential that we 

have the support of the administrations 
in those communities in fostering the 
best relationships possible. Our mem­
bers are their students-their students 

are our members. We have a shared 

responsibility. 
if you believe the errant Greek 

behavior-related headlines in newspa­

pers, it has become more of a challenge 
for universities than it has for us to 
maintain fair and equitable fraternity­
university relationships. When some­

thing goes wrong, few newspapers or 
universities separate male fraternity 
behavior from female fraternity behav­
ior, or individual behavior from group 

behavior. No matter what percentage of 

a problem rightfully can be attributed 
to an individual, or belongs at the male 

fraternity chapter doorstep, it becomes 
a collective problem. It's all Greek to 

them. When sanctions or policies like 

the following are imposed by universi­
ties on their Greek communities, they 

are imposed without thought to male 
or female, individual or group: banning 

membership all together, withholding 
affiliation until the sophomore year, 

establishing all-Greek Councils as the 
recognized governing bodies in place of 

College Panhellenics or interfraternity 
Councils, demanding unrealistic levels 
of insurance protection to cover local 

liability, and requiring higher grade 
point averages for fraternal groups than 
other campus organizarions. Those of 
us with enforced high standards, moni­

tored risk management, and strong 
alumnae suppon are more than guilty 

by association. We are guilty by 
affiliation. 

it's time for fraternity women to 
act and speak from a female fraternity 
perspective ... it's time to demand from 

our host institutions deserved recogni­
tion for our accomplishments and 
rightful respect for the things we do 
well ... it's time for NPC and host insti­

tutions to work together to foster better 
communication and productive rela­
tionships. We have a shared responsi­

bility for serving the college 

community. 
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For 128 years, Pi Beta Phi has 
made philanthropy one of its foremost 
reasons for being. It began in 1867 
when our Founders wrote the 

Constitution of I.C Sorosis. Included 
in that document's list of objectives 
was the "endeavor to dispel gloom from 
the lives of all around them." 

Chapters early on followed that ini­
tial purpose, recording such activities as 

buying coal and paying rent for a poor 
man's family; distributing $5 among 
the poor; holding a charity fair in which 

$119 was cleared for the city relief 
committee; holding sewing bees to fill 
barrels with good clothing, and many 
other such activities. According to "A 

Century of Friendship," a donation to 
the Home Relief Society of Bloomfield, 
Indiana was accompanied by a note: 
"We, the I.e. Sorosis, deeming it nec­

essary and well to assist in the relief of 
the poor and suffering, do tender the 
within (to the Society) to use as their 
judgement may dictate ." 

Our current Fraternity-wide links 
to Literacy, designed to meet local club 
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Lending a Hand 
to Others

and chapter service needs, has a direct 

connection with many of those early 
local activities. A notable success was a 
"Mikado" production presented by Chi 

chapter at York, Nebraska. With the 

$100 raised , a library was started. That 

library was maintained by York Pi Phis 

for 10 years, and then presented to the 
city. 

It was during the 1910 
Convention in Swarthmore, 
Pennsylvania that the idea for a settle­

ment school in the Appalachian 
Mountains was presented and accept­

ed. The story of the extensive site 
search for the school is fascinating and 
is told in its entirety in "A Century of 

Friendship. " 
A committee of II, chaired by 

Emma Harper Turner, was elected by 
convention to outline and develop the 
memorial to Pi Phi's Founders. Three of 

the committee, Miss Turner, Grand 
President May L. Keller and Anna 
Pettit, went to Knoxville, Tennessee 

after convention and began making 
trips into surrounding mountain dis­
tricts. They studied conditions in sever­

al communities but did not include 
Gatlinburg. Only after a teacher, 
attending one of the meetings in 
Sevierville, urged a visit to Gatlinburg 
before making a final decision, that 

such a visit was made. May Keller made 
that visit alone. 

Investigations in the area" showed 
abject poverty, hard living conditions, 

no sanitary provision whatsoever ... 
prejudice and suspicion consequent 
upon mountain isolation. Communities 
were tom by jealousies, factions and 
denominational wars. In certain 

instances, lamentable ignorance pre­
vailed. " 

But the school finally opened in 

March, 1912, in an old school bUilding 
on the site which later became the 

Arrowcraft Shop. Thirteen pupils were 

enrolled, but by the end of the three­
month session, 33 had enrolled. 

In 1915, emphasis was being given 
to the industrial side, with basket weav­

ing, patchwork quilts and handwoven 

coverlets and blankets being looked at 
for possible sale. 

"From the first conception of the 

Settlement School by Emma Harper 
Turner and the Washington, D.C 

Alumnae Club, the idea has been to 
create a project worthy of dedication to 
our Founders and the founding of Pi 

Beta Phi. " The dedication was planned 
for Convention 1917, 50th anniversary 
of the Fraremity. The war, however, 
forced postponement of that conven­

tion , so the presentation was delayed 
until the Charlevoix Convention in 
1918. 

The Settlement School (now called 

ArrowmOnt School of Arts and Crafts) 
is now Pi Beta Phi's major philanthropy 
and is one of very few outstanding 

institutions of its kind. It attracts an 
international student body and a 
renowned faculty and is a school of 
which Pi Phi can be most proud. 

Pi Beta Phi in World War I contin­

ued its many philanthropic activities, 
doing its utmost to aid the vast effort 
being made on the home front. The 
Fraternity subscribed $500 to a 

YMCA/YWCA Friendship Fund and 
invested in Liberty Bonds. Chapters 
donated $10,000 in 1917-1918 for 
war relief. Club members worked in 
canteens, knit caps, scarves and sox, 

collected tinfoil and gold and silver 
trinkets, held financial drives, sent hos­

pital supplies overseas and "engaged in

dozens of worthy causes." A Pi Beta Phi 

House in Washington, D.C. provided a 
happy, comfonable, well-regulated 
horne for young women, at $35-$40 
per month, during a time when the city 
was deluged with war workers . 

During reconstruction, the 

Fraternity, working in the National 
Health Program, provided speakers on 

health subjects for chapters, 
Panhellenic meetings and Associated 
Women Students meetings. Pi Phi sup­

ported projects to restore a French 
University, supported a chair at Madura 
College, India; raised funds for French 
and Italian orphans and for Disabled 
War Veterans. Chapters and clubs con­

tinued their altruistic projects as 
always, but took on the added respon­
sibility of Pi Phi's great national project, 

Settlement School. 
Today the ideals of our Founders 

continue to be the background for Pi 
Beta Phi's altruistic activities . Through 
Arrow in the Arctic, library systems in 

the Yukon and Northwest Territories in 
Canada are recipients of cash gifts each 

year. These gifts support the purchase 
of "talking" books, videos , reference 

books and audiovisual equipment. This 

effort began as a loan fund for students 
in schools of social work in Canada. 

Holt House, our founding 
horne in Monmouth, Illinois, 
continues to house historical 

displays and provides an attrac­
tive venue for local meetings, 
weddings, chapter initiations 

and celebrations. Furnishings 

include many authentic 
antiques of the Victorian age. 

The Emma Harper Turner 
Fund, established in 1946, pro­

vides a small monthly allowance 
to alumnae in financial distress 

and is now under the aegis of the Pi 
Beta Phi Foundation. Currently, confi­

dential gifts are being given to 15 sis­
ters who are under duress. 

Links to Literacy, established in 
1990, has, at recent count, 79 alumnae 

clubs and 103 chapters participating. 
Projects include libraries in children's 
hospitals and in Ronald McDonald 

Houses, reading carnivals in elementary 
grades , tutors for adult reading, donat­
ing books for literacy councils, reading 

and math held for special education 
students. Links has answered the need 
for a Fraternity-wide service project. 

Graduate and undergraduate stu­
dent loans are available from the 

Fraternity any time during the year, for 
qualified applicants. Two graduate 
loans and five undergraduate loans 

were awarded last year. Between 
$119,000 and $120,000 academic and 
Arrowmont grants were made in the 

last two years. 
And so, follOwing the purpose set 

forth by our Founders, Pi Bet Phis of all 
ages continue to "promote the happi­
ness of humanity." It is an object wor­

thy of our endeavors and one that 
continues to inspire the efforts of Pi 

Phis throughout the world.

National Award of 
Distinction By the 
American Craft 
Council 

During its golden anniversary year, 

Arrowmont was recognized as an insti­
tution "representing the highest levels 
of artistry, innovation, education and 

service" by the American Craft Council. 
The school was presented with an 
Award of Distinction October 7, at the 

St. Petersburg Museum of Art during an 
annual ceremony honoring 15 recipi­
ents of the prestigious A.c.c. Awards. 

In its magazine, American Craft, the 
American Craft Council explained that 

Arrowmont is "a true southern institu­
tion that traces its roots back to 1912, 
when Pi Beta Phi Fraternity founded a 
settlement school ... to provide educa­
tion and health care to southern 
Appalachian families ... Arrowmont 

each year offers courses to several thou­
sand students of all ages and back­

grounds, taught by world-class visiting 
faculty, and hosts national conferences, 
seminars and other events. " 

Fiber artist Jane Sauer, who has 
taught often at Arrowmont, seemed 
genuinely honored to present the 
award to Arrowmont Director Sandra 

Blain. "Probably about 200 people were 
in the audience," said Sandy who 
attended the ceremony with Board 

member Deborah Johnson from 
Sarasota, Florida. 

"The applause seemed loud and 
genuine, because I discovered at the 
reception that an awful lot of people in 
the audience had either taught at 
Arrowmont, attended Arrowmont as a 
student, or been a part of our New 
FormlNew Function juried shows. It is 
always interesting to see where people 

know us from, and that show, through 
the years, has brought us great 
visibility. " 

Sandy added that it was exciting to 
meet so many people who, she never 
realized, have taken classes at 

Arrowmont. "They're so excited to see 
the recognition we're getting, because 
they had gained so much from being at 

Arrowmont. " Their outpouring of con­
gratulations came during the reception , 
and Sandy remarked that it was gratify­
ing to see "so many people there who 
are supportive of our efforts."

Aware that instructors come to 

Arrowmont, hurriedly make friends, 

and then must leave, Arrowmont decid­

ed to give them a gift of time. Called 
Mapping: A New Millennium, the one-of­

a-kind week was organized by 
Arrowmont as a tangible way of thank­

ing its faculty during the school's gold­

en anniversary year. 
Invitations were sent in 1993 to 

600 past facu lty members. "To all of 
you who have helped establish 
Arrowmont as onc of the leading visual 

art schools in the country, we invite 
you to work collaboratively in the stu­
dios ." The familiar teaching role they've 

had would be reversed, allOwing the 
opportunity for fresh, spontaneous dis­
covery of materials and ideas in a sup­
portive environment of friends and 

peers. 
Forty-five artists agreed to be on 

hand May 26-June 2, 1995 for what 
would be a rejuvenating week charac­
terized by laughter, artmaking, and 

question-raising. 
Faculty enjoyed free access to stu­

dios and facilities, free room and board, 
and no demands outside of breakfast, 

lunch and dinner. 
Athens, Georgia textile deSigner Ed 

Lambert took a break from printing fab­
ric to say, "It 's sort of like the opportu­

nity of a lifetime. You know, not having 
to worry about the phone, not worrying 
about answering questions. Everything 
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has been taken care of. so it is really 

pretty wonderful. " 
Seeing artists work in divergent 

ways with identical materials was 
another highlight of Mapping. "1 think 

that that was beneficial to all of us," Ed 

stated, "because we all approach things 
from a different direction. We get so 

immersed in our approach that we for­

get there are other people out there 
working in totally different ways." 

After watching Shorewood, 

Wisconsin surface deSigner Marna 
Brauner playfully rip up her freshly 

printed yardage, Ed said he began to 
ask himself some positive and negative 
questions. "Is my way the best way? 
Why do 1 do it this way? (Mama's) is a 

great approach, and it does take some 
nerve. It's the sort of thing yo u encour­

age students to do." 
Edwina Bringle, a fiber artist from 

Charlotte, North Carolina said, "The 

nice thing about being here with all the 
faculty is you can go to somebody and 
say, 'Critique me. Give me some feed­
back.' As a university faculty, 1 don 't 

get that!" 
The Mapping invitation "was such 

a gift," she continued. "To be able to 

have time to be at a place and work, 
and not have to be 'on tap' (for stu­
dents) the whole time ... changes your 
mode of thinking." 

The impression that faculty were 

rediscovering the excitement of being 
students was not lost on Pickens, 

South Carolina quiltmaker Ellen 
Kochansky. "The mission that every 
school should have , as much as the 
obvious one, is to teach the teachers . 
We can 't all teach each other in a for­
mal way ... because classes don't 
always fit our needs, but Mapping has 
fit everyone 's needs in ways that we 

wouldn't have imagined. And the bless­

ing of ... having nothing but your own 
directions and each other's influences 
to dwell on is just a real rich opportuni­

ty." 
Of her own experience, 

Worthington, Ohio basketmaker 
Dorothy Gill Barnes said, "This has 
been a special time for me. It's also 

given me the chance to get to know 
artists like Joan Michaels-Plaque. 1 used 
her book (about knotting) for years, 
and 1 thought, 'Oh, wow! I'm really 
going to meet her.' So I've had a good 
week." Dorothy concluded. "This was a 

really nice gift to the faculty. It makes 
you feel like it's important for you to be 

a teacher."

Built in two wings, the dormitory is 
named Hughes Hall in recognition of a 
substantial gift to Arrowrnont from the 
estate of Margaret Elkins Hughes, 
Kentucky Alpha. One wing, named in 
honor ofJean Winhs Scott, 
Pennsylvania Beta, past Grand President 
and Campaign Chairman, includes a 
lounge with fireplace, guest apanment 
and spacious screened porch. The sec­
ond wing contains private accommoda­
tions and honors Past Grand President 
Emeritus Marianne Reid Wild, Kansas 
Alpha. The wings are joined by a cov­
ered walkway that spans a small creek. 
Landscaping incorporates native plants 
that blend the buildings with their 
Smoky Mountain surroundings. 

Donors of significant gifts are rec­
ognized within the dormitory in the fol­
lOwing areas: Nashville, Tennessee 
Alumnae Club--the lounge area, apan­
ment, sculpture garden and landscap-
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ing; Kansas City, Missouri-Shawnee 
Mission, Kansas-the front porch; 
Combined Alumnae Clubs of the 
Fraternity-the Founders' Floor; Nancy 
Fawn Wilkerson Diehl, Tennessee Beta 
and Jane Wilkerson Yount, Tennessee 
Beta; The Clinton Clan; Pennsylvania 
Beta Chapter and alumnae; Nancy 
Johnston Records, Oklahoma Beta and 
Martha]. Johnston , Oklahoma Beta; 
Sue Hackleman Taylor, Oklahoma Beta; 
Kansas Alpha alumnae "Sit 'n' Stitch" 
group; in honor of Indiana Gamma and 
Indiana EpSilon Chapters; in honor of 
Helen Anderson Lewis, Kentucky 
Alpha; in honor of Ann Dudgeon Phy, 
Texas Alpha; and the Pi Beta Phi 
Foundation-each with individual 
bedrooms. 

The new facility expands campus 
hOUSing by 40 bedrooms and, within 
months of opening, became the key to 
the expansion of program offerings and 
the attraction of a larger enrollment. 

Of the six campaign components, 
the dormitory received the highest per­
centage of suppon from the Pi Beta Phi 
donor constituency and is close to 
100% funded by members of the 
Fraternity. An opponunity still is avail­
able for donors to be recognized or to 
name rooms in memory or in honor of 
someone they choose. 

RESIDENT ARTIST PROGRAM­
A REALITY 

As anist-in-residence programs 
became increasingly popular in the field 
of arts and crafts, a residential studio 
building and scholarship assistance 
became a pre-campaign vision for 
Arrowrnont. Generous gifts to the 
Campaign have made that possible, and 
a five-studio bllilding and a fully-funded 
scholarship program for residential 
anists now are pan of the Arrowmont 
curriculum. 

From all corners of the country, pre­
professional anists are attracted to 
Arrowmont's nine- to eleven-month resi­
dency program. Facilities accommodate 
up to five anists per session, and the 
program offers an opportunity for the 
self-directed craftsman to benefit from 
resource center materials, and from 
interaction with the ever-changing stu­
dent body and faculty. Panicipation in 
conferences, Elderhostel, community 
and children's classes, and outreach to 
the rural elementary schools adds to the 
unique experience. 

Scholarships have been endowed 
through the generosity of donors to the 
Marianne Reid Wild Memorial 
Scholarship, the Trabue Professional 
Program for Women, and by alumnae of 
the VIrginia Alpha Chapter. An individual 
studio recognizes gifts from Lucinda 
Trabue, Tennessee Beta, Lillian Dale 
Trabue and Mary Dale Trabue Fitzgerald, 
Tennessee Beta. Studios still are available 
to be named in recognition of special gifts 
toward the endowment of the program.

STUDIO SPACE EXPANDED 

An early gift of $100,000 from the 
St. Louis, Missouri Alumnae Club and 
its Sign of the Arrow retail shop provid­
ed early encouragement for Arrowmont 
to proceed with its plan to accommo­
date artists working with large pieces or 
using innovative techniques in two­
dimensional media. A new 2,300 square 
foot painting studio became a welcomed 
addition to the school's studio facilities. 
It bears the St. Louis and Sign of the 
Arrow names. 

As gifts of all sizes from individuals 
and an independent foundation fol­
lowed, an existing studio was renovated 
to accommodate classes in drawing. In 
recognition of leadership generosity, a 
plaque in the drawing studio bears the 
names of: the Clowes Fund; Miriam 
Herron, Illinois Eta; Adrienne Hiscox 
Mitchell, Kansas Alpha; Patrick Roddy 
III Family; and Ruth Brooks Muir, 
Florida Alpha. An adjoining studio 
remodeled for paper arts completes the 
three-studio complex. 

Gifts exceeded expectations in this 
area and have allowed Arrowmont to 
expand program offerings, maximize stu­
dio space, and provide flexibility for stu­
dents interested in two-dimensional an. 

A "CHALLENGE" CHALLENGES WOOD 
PROGRAM 

A modest plan to remodel the exist­
ing wood studio became the Campaign's 
biggest challenge, in word and in deed. 
The Windgate Charitable Foundation of 
Bentonville, Arkansas, believing that 
Arrowmont's wood program deserved 
more, offered a $352,500 challenge 
grant with the understanding that within 
one year, matching campaign funds 
would be sought to build a new state-of­
the-an facility. 

Accepting the challenge, fund rais­
ing began and plans were drawn for an 
8,900 square foot complex containing 
three studios (woodtuming, large 
objecr/fumiture construction, and carv­
ing), a finishing room, auditorium, 
gallery, customized indoor catwalk for 
overhead visual access, studi%ffice and 
an interior courtyard for critique and dis­
cussion sessions. 

Donor generosity guaranteed 
matched funds within the year, and 
campaign efforts shifted from "meeting 
the challenge" to "building the build­
ing." Ground was broken in September 
1995 for a $1 million wood studio, and 
fund raising continues toward that goal. 

Included among the hundreds of 
donors who are providing a modem stu­
dio and guaranteeing Arrowmont's pre­
mier place in wood education are those 
who will be recognized in the follOwing 
areas: Jerome Drown-wood gallery;

Harold and Sarah Holmes Hunt, 
Wyoming Alpha; Don and Pamela 
Whitelock Mauldin, Texas Beta; Bruce 
and Lois Hoskins; and the Dallas, Texas 
Alumnae Club-each with individual 
studio stations. Additional leadership 
gifts have come from Robyn andJohn 
Hom, the Goldsmith Foundation, and 
the Windgate Foundation. A brick 
woodworker's walk at the entrance to 

the building is being provided by gifts 
from wood craftsmen across America. 
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CAMPAIGN BENEFITS CHILDREN 

Donors with gifts of more than 
$85 ,000 to the Children's Program have 
renewed Pi Beta Phi's commitment to 
local education, a commitment first 
made during the days of Settlement 
School in 1912 . 

Rural area school children are 
enjoying the benefits of a three-compo­
nent program that includes outreach, 
scholarship assistance and the 
"Children's Comer" of resource materi­
als in Arrowmont's library. They receive 
an exposure to art not otherwise acces­
sible through the public school curricu­
lum. 

Leadership donors recognized as 
they help to instill feelings of pride and 
accomplishment in the young are:

GALLERY AND PERMANENT 
COLLECTION GAIN NEW 
RECOGNITION 

Campaign gifts have helped to 
establIsh a full-time Gallery 
Coordinator's position , giving new visi­
bility to Arrowmont's gallery, and pro­
viding the first glimmer of activity 
toward museum-quality documentation 
and preservation of the school's perma­
nent collection. 

The gallery and permanent collec­
tion long have been of primary interest 
to Arrowmont Director Sandra j. Blain, 
Arizona Beta. In recognition of her over­
all commitment to excellence in an 
education, the gallery and permanent 
collection were named the Sandra j. 
Blain Gallery and Permanent Collection, 
and campaign funds were placed in an 
open endowment. 

Donor support for the gallery pro­
gram has been the key to the new level 
of vitality. As additional donors come 
forward, increased funding will help to 
endow a solid, year-round gallery sched­
ule , and selected portions of the collec­
tion will travel.

World Conference 
on Women 

CALIFORNIA ZETA ANN M EREDITH 

was one of the coordinators for Global 
Focus: Women in Art and Culture for 
the Fourth World Conference on 
Women at the United Nations and 
Non-Governmental Organizations 

Conferences in Beijing, China. She 
photographed all of the events concen­
trating on women and work, women 
and AIDS and women's role in the soci­
eties of the world. She co-chaired a 

panel, presented on a panel and gave a 
presentation to the Chinese 
Photographer's Association. In celebra­
tion of the 75th anniversary of the pas­
sage of the 19th Amendment, the 
Women 's Rights National Historical 
Park announced that Ann's exhibit 

"Don't Call Me Honey: Photographs of 
Women and Their Work" would be the 
final exhibit in a series of three. Ann is 

an internationally acclaimed documen­
tary photographer. "Don't Call Me 
Honey" is a unique, historic, 60-piece

Dear Pi Phis, 
It was a tremendous event-the 

Fourth United ations Conference on 
Women-and I was there! I was part of 
the 50,000 women who attended the 
NGO Conference (Non Governmental 
Organizations) in conjunction with the 

United Nations Conference. 
The most mind-boggling thing of 

all was to be with 50,000 women from 
all over the world. It was something 

that will linger with me all the rest of 
my life. 

The amazing discovery was that 
women from all over the world, every 
nation, every religion, every race, every 
culture, rich or poor share the same 
problems-with only a matter of degree 

. the difference. The outstanding prob­
lems were clearly identified: (1) domes­
tic violence, (2) health , (3) education, 
(4) poverty, and (5) treatment of girl 

children. 
These same problems, clearly 

peculiar to gender, were of great inter­
est to me. I have worked for 20 years in 
the North Carolina General Assembly 

addressing these same problems in 
North Carolina. The final success was 
my bill (which passed into law) to elim­

inate the spousal defense from marital 

rape. 
A great success for the United 

States was evidenced by the over­

whelming reception given to Hillary 
Clinton. The women from all over look 

to her as a great leader. 
I was able to attend two days of 

the United ations Conference. This 
conference (held in Beijing) held simul­

taneously with the GO's in Huairou 
maintained a constant dialogue and 
caucus with the GO.

The Jungle Out

Missouri Alpha Barbara 

Fink Graham, an 

Illinois Epsilon affiliate, 

in her first novel 

addresses the conse-

quences Jaced by Jamilies 

oj substance abusers. 

Written in a spirited first-per­

son voice, "Snow job" tells the story of 
a Boston-area mother and her children 

who choose to survive the nightmare of 
substance abuse in the family-only to 
find an even greater nightmare and 

danger awaiting them in the U.S. legal 

system. 
This nonfiction novel describes the 

actual legal, spiritual and financial con­

sequences that befall family members 
as they strive to move forward and 
rebuild their lives. In contrast to most 
books on substance abuse, "Snow job" 
takes readers into lawyers' offices, 
judges' chambers, bank mortgage 

departments, and medical settings 
where conversation is not a matter of 

public record . 
Elements of this story will ring true 

with anyone whose life has been 
touched by divorce, substance abuse, 
domestic violence in all its forms (physi­
cal, emotional, financial), and a legal sys­
tem that devalues the important job of 
parenting. The book is recommended by 
Freedom From Chemical Dependency 
Foundation, Inc. and The ational 
Coalition for Family justice, Inc. 
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In commenting on the genesis of 

this project, Barbara said, "Having my 

eyes opened gave me the idea for this 

book. 
"Over the past several years I have 

been given the opportunity to learn 
firsthand what happens to the families 

of substance abusers in Massachusetts, 
and as it turns out, most of the rest of 

the nation. In addition to the pain of 

losing a loved one as he or she was 
once known, people involved in a sub­

stance abuse situation are often subject­
ed to a long nightmare of denial, paid 

enablers, house foreclosure proceed­
ings, financial ruin, and a legal system 

which devalues the important job of 
nurturing the next generation. 

"I have heard this same story, 
again and again, from others whose 

lives had been shattered by the effects 
of substance abuse in the family. I have 
listened to them in churches schools , , 

Al-Anon meetings, doctors' offices, gro­

cery stores, playgrounds, and in the 
various legal reform groups that are 
springing up in and around Boston to 

expose and rectify abuses in the 
Probate Court System. 

"What I've learned is that a whole 

generation of children and their nurtur­
ers across this land are becoming eco­

nomically disenfranchised by the 
strokes of judges' pens! Children are 
being destabilized by the loss of their 
family homes, and in many cases, the 
former breadwinner is now materially 

better off than when he or she was sup­

porting the family. 
"Then the statistics hit me: 

One in two U.S. marriages ends in 

divorce 

One out of ten husbands stays 
with an alcoholic spouse 

Nine out of ten wives stay with an 

alcoholic spouse 

Substance abuse is a component in 

a Significant percentage of divorce 
cases, many of which involve 

children 

Of the nearly $24 billion that had 

been awarded in child support in 
this country as of 1989, less than 

21 % has been paid, and much of it 

late 

Following a divorce, the standard 
of living of the primary breadwin­

ner increases an average of 73%; 
the standard of living of the pri­
mary nurturer and the children 

declines by 42%. 

Over the past few decades in the 
U.S., there has been an appalling 

decline in goods and services to 

children

'The purpose of 'Snow job' is to 

draw attention to a system that is a 
study in moral impotence, and not to 
any individual in particular. Therefore, 
as I say on page 1 of the book, 'The 

names have been changed to protect 

the guilty ... '" 
The birthing of the book was a 

complicated process initiated by anoth­
er Pi Phi. Fellow Missouri Alpha Linda 
Brown Urben (head of corporate adver­
tising for AT&T) Originally gave "Snow 

job" to jayne Young, president of The 
Atlantic Monthly. jayne Young took the 

manuscript to Bill Whitworth of The 
Atlantic Monthly who convinced Barbara 
that "Snow job" should be produced as 

a work of nonfiction. In order to pub­
lish the book "Snow job," Barbara 



founded her own publishing company, 
Hang on To Your Hat! Press. 

Barbara is now talking with some 
law schools about using "Snow Job" in 
classes on family law or gender law­
because the book tells what is really 

going on in the United States today. 

Samplings of suffering inspired 
Barbara to write her book. The people 
behind the testimonies she heard acted 
as role models of courage and persis­
tence enabling Barbara to finish the 
project. 

"In 1994, when Bill Whitworth, 

editor of The Atlantic Monthly asked me 
what I wanted to accomplish with 

'Snow Job,' I replied: 'I want to do for 
the divorce law industry what Upton 
Sinclair did for the meat-packing 
industry. ,"
